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BULGARIAN PRESIDENT - INDIAN NAVY

Bulgarian President Rumen Radev today expressed his
gratitude to the Indian Navy for successfully carrying out a rescue
operation on the hijacked Bulgarian ship, MV Rouen. Taking to
Social Media, President Radev thanked the Indian Navy for
rescuing its crew, including 7 Bulgarian citizens.

Earlier yesterday, Bulgaria’s foreign minister Mariya Gabriel
held a conversation with the Indian Ambassador to Bulgaria,
Sanjay Rana and thanked him for rescuing Bulgarian nationals. All
the sailors are in good health and efforts are currently being
made for their timely return to Bulgaria, she added.

The Rouen ship, which was carrying seven Bulgarians, nine
Myanmarese and one Angolan citizen, was abducted by pirates in
the Arabian Sea near the Yemeni island of Socotra in December
last year. According to the Indian Navy, INS Kolkata intercepted
the under-attack pirate ship which was sailing almost 2600 km
from Indian shores and forced it to stop through calibrated
actions. The operation, which lasted for the last 40 hours, was
supported by the Indian warship INS Subhadra, High Altitude
Long Endurance drones, P8I maritime patrol aircraft, and
MARCOS PRAHARs.

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AFGHANISTAN PAKISTAN AIR STRIKES

-Afghanistan has alleged that Pakistani strikes on its territory

have killed at least eight people. Pakistan launched overnight air
attacks inside Afghanistan in the early hours today. The strikes
come after seven Pakistani troops were killed in an attack in
North Waziristan region of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa on Saturday.

According to media reports, tensions flared on Monday
between Islamabad and Kabul following the overnight raids.

Pakistan has admitted carrying out "intelligence-based anti-
terrorist operations"” in Afghanistan. Pakistan said the attack had
targeted armed groups hiding out in border regions.  Tensions
have been rising between Afghanistan and Pakistan since the
Taliban retook control of the country in 2021.
