MORN KEJRIWAL ARREST

The Enforcement Directorate has arrested Delhi Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal in an alleged liquor scam case. The agency arrested Mr Kejriwal
from his residence to its office in New Delhi last night. A team of ED
reached the Chief Minister's residence in the evening and carried out
searches. The arrest came hours after the Delhi High Court refused to
grant protection to Kejriwal from any coercive action by the agency.

The ED had named Mr Kejriwal in the Delhi liquor policy linked
money laundering case and had sent nine summons to him to appear
before it. However, Mr Kejriwal skipped all summons terming them illegal
and politically motivated. Meanwhile, Aam Admi Party has moved the
Supreme Court for quashing the arrest of Mr Kejriwal and asked for an
urgent hearing by the Supreme Court. Reacting to action, Senior BIP
leader Ravi Shankar Prasad said, this is a process of law which is being
done with a view to take appropriate action against corruption. He said, let
the law take its course.

The separate lists of the
donors and the recipients were published by the poll body on its website
after the details were submitted to it by the State Bank of India after the
order of the Supreme Court.

2018 and were being sold until the scheme was declared null and void by
the top court last month.
