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RUSSIA MOURNING 
 Russia observed a day of mourning after 137 people were killed on 
Friday in an attack at a packed concert venue in Moscow. President 
Vladimir Putin declared a national day of mourning yesterday after pledging 
to track down and punish all those behind the attack. 
 Moscow's Basmanny district court has ruled that the first suspect in 
the concert hall attack should be put into custody for two months pending 
trial. Russian authorities have said 11 people have been detained, including 
four gunmen who fled the concert hall and made their way to the Bryansk 
region, about 340 km southwest of Moscow. Islamic State terrorist group 
says, it was behind the attack.

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FRANCE TERROR ALERT 
 France has raised its terror alert warning to its highest level following 
the shootings on Moscow. In a social media post, French Prime Minister 
Gabriel Attal said this yesterday after a meeting with senior security and 
defence officials with President Emmanuel Macron. He said, the decision, 
which came months before Paris hosts the Olympic Games, was taken in 
light of the Islamic State's claiming responsibility for the Moscow attack 
and the threats weighing on France.

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TRIPURA STATE PROFILE  
 In Tripura, electioneering is gradually picking up with the election 
machinery stepping up activities by conducting training programmes for 
the polling staff and micro-observers. The state will go to poll in two 
phases on 19th & 26th of April. We have more in this report from our 
Agartala correspondent:  

V/C-KUNAL SHINDE 
 The number of eligible voters for the two Lok Sabha seats in 
Tripura stands above 28.57 lakh. There are 14 lakh 35 thousand 
male voters and 14 lakh 22 thousand female voters in the state. 
The gender ratio in the constituency is 1000: 991. Out of the total 
1,664 polling stations in the Tripura West constituency, 1506 
polling stations are located in rural areas and only 158 polling 
stations are in urban areas. Tripura which is surrounded on the 
three sides by Bangladesh, has around 70% of its 38 lakh 
population as non-tribals, mostly Bengali speaking and rest 30% 
are tribal population.  The Tripura (West) seat is an unreserved 
seat, yet over 25% voters here are tribals. As the state politics 
revolves around tribal issues, it appears to have a bearing in the 
current Parliament elections too. 
The Election commission has taken adequate preparations to 
conduct the polls in a free, fair, transparent and peaceful manner. 
The state had earlier been a witness to a decade long insurgency, 
which has now come down at its ebb. In last few months, several 
cadres of banned militants outfits (NLFT) have put down their 
weapons and surrendered themselves. 
One interesting feature is that, even though a large section of 
tribal population - now and then - have been living in remote 
areas and in scattered hamlets, their participation in electoral 
politics has been encouraging till date. The election data shows 
that poling percentage in any assembly and Lok Sabha elections in 
the state during the last 40 years has been 90% and above. The 
state recorded a massive 89 % voting during the last election in 
2019.

The instructions have also 
been given to consolidate polling locations to cut distance 
travelled by officials and voters for  sustainable elections.

 The women electors along with a considerable number of 
young and first time voters will determine the fate of candidates 
in the Lok Sabha election this time in Telangana. Telangana is one 
among the few states where women voters outnumber their male 
counterparts. Over 1 crore 65 lakh women electors are among the 



total 3 crore 30 lakh electors in the state. However, male electors 
out-number their women counterparts among the new and first 
time voters as 4 lakh 82 thousand male in the age group of 18-19 
years registered as voters while only 3 lakh 84 thousand girls 
registered their names as electors. A total 19 thousand 356 
polling station locations have been set up in all 17 Constituencies 
that are going to polls in the fourth phase on May 13th.
