Government has ordered mandatory declaration of stock position of
wheat. Consumer Affairs, Food and Public Distribution Ministry today said
Traders/Wholesalers, Retailers, Big Chain Retailers and Processors in all
States and Union Territories have to declare their stock position of wheat
with effect from 1st April till further orders. It said, the decision has been
taken in order to manage the overall food security and to prevent hoarding
and unscrupulous speculation. Rice stock declaration by all categories of
entities is already in-place. Any entity which is not registered on the Portal
provided by the Ministry, must register themselves and start disclosing the
wheat and rice stock every Friday. Department of Food and Public
Distribution is maintaining a close watch over the stock position of wheat
and Rice to control prices and ensure easy availability in the country.

EC C VIGIL APP

Election Commission's C-Vigil app is a hit with voters with over 79
thousand violations reported so far through the complaints App since
announcement of General Elections. EC said in a statement that over 99
percent complaints have been resolved and close to 89 percent of these
complaints have been resolved within 100 minutes. More than 58 thousand
500 complaints received are against illegal hoardings and banners. More
than 1400 complaints received pertain to money, gifts and liquor
distribution. Close to three percent of the complaints pertain to defacement
of property. Out of the 535 complaints received for display of firearms and



intimidation, 529 have already been resolved. One thousand complaints
reported were for campaigning beyond the prohibited period including use
of speakers beyond permitted time.

At least ten people have been Kkilled after a passenger vehicle en
route to Srinagar from Jammu veered off the road and plunged into a deep
gorge near Battery Cheshma in Ramban district along the Jammu-Srinagar
national highway today. Our Correspondent reports that the accident took
place shortly after midnight when a vehicle carrying mostly outside
labourers plunged into a 1000 feet deep gorge. Local authorities swiftly
arrived at the accident site. However, due to the challenging terrain,
darkness, and persistent rainfall in the area, rescue efforts couldn’t be
immediately undertaken. Till now, 10 bodies have been recovered from the
deep gorge and are being shifted as terrain is tough. The deceased are
mostly outside labourers who were heading towards Kashmir for work. The
exact number of casualties and the condition of any survivors remain



unknown. The rescue operation is going on and more details are awaited.
