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MORN. CBSE: SCHOOL DISAFFILIATION

The Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) has disaffiliated 20
schools for engaging in malpractices. The Board has disaffiliated Five
schools from Delhi alone. A notification by the CBSE said the stringent
action was taken after discrepencies were found in adherence to affiliation
and examination norms during surprise inpections by the board. CBSE also
said that these schools were committing various malpractices of presenting
dummy students, ineligible candidates and were not maintaining records

properly. After a thorough inquiry, the board decided to disaffiliate and
downgrade them.

RUSSIA ATTACK-REAX

The terror attack in Russia on concert venue, Crocus City Hall at
Moscow has received international condemnation with the United Nations
Chief and the UN Security Council calling for justice.

The Islamic State Khorasan (ISIS-K) has claimed responsibility for the
attack on the concert venue. United Nations Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres expressed shock at the attack and condemned it in the strongest
possible terms. The United Nations Security Council has called on all states
to cooperate actively with the Government of the Russian Federation, as
well as all other relevant authorities to bring to account those responsible
for the terrorist attack. In a statement, the council said the perpetrators
and backers of the reprehensible acts of terrorism must be held
accountable and brought to justice. The statement said, the members of
the Security Council condemned in the strongest terms the heinous and
cowardly terrorist attack. Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi has
condemned the terror attack in a Moscow concert. The US, EU, UK, France,
Spain and UAE also expressed shock. French President Emmanuel Macron
has said, France expresses its solidarity with the victims, their loved ones
and all the Russian people. Spain said it was shocked at events in Moscow,
while Italian Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni said it was an odious act of
terrorism and expressed her full solidarity with the affected people and the
victims families. Islamic State Khorasan,is an affiliate of the larger Islamic
State terror group, emerging in eastern Afghanistan in 2014. It is named
after a historical region covering parts of today's Iran, Turkmenistan and
Afghanistan. ISIS-K’s ranks include terrorists from Central Asia, who bear
their own historical grievances against Russia, thus fueling the group's
motivation to carry out such attack. Experts said, ISIS-K accuses the
Kremlin of interfering in Afghanistan, Chechnya and Syria.<><><>
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US-SHUTDOWN

The US Senate has passed the 1.2 trillion dollars funding package
today after a last-minute agreement, averting a partial government
shutdown. The funding legislation was approved by a vote of 74-24 more
than two hours after the midnight deadline for passage of the critical



legislation that was approved by the House of Representatives yesterday.
The package includes funding for a slate of critical government operations,
including the departments of Defense, Homeland Security, Labor, Health
and Human Services, Education, State, and the legislative branch. The
legislation now goes to President Joe Biden's desk for his signature.

The legislation brings an end to months of acrimonious wrangling
between the two main parties.
