OPPOSITION RALLY-BJP 
 The Opposition Indian National Developmental Inclusive Alliance is 
organising a maha rally at Delhi’s Ramlila Maidan today to protest against 
many issues including Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal’s arrest.  
 Several opposition leaders attending the rally asserted that it is being 
organised to save the Constitution and democracy.   
 This will be the first public meeting of the INDIA bloc leaders since 
the coalition was founded in June last year in Patna. 
 The Bharatiya Janata Party BJP today hit out at the Opposition INDIA 
bloc rally at Ramlila Maidan in the national capital, saying it is not a save 
democracy rally as projected but 'a save family' and 'hide corruption rally'. 
Briefing media at the party headquarters in New Delhi, BJP spokesperson 
Sudhanshu Trivedi said, these parties represent the crisis of credibility in 
Indian politics while the BJP under the leadership of Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi symbolises the politics of credibility and the track record of 
delivering on its promises. Taking a swipe at Opposition parties, he said 
while the parties claim to have come together to save democracy but they 
are themselves dynastic organisations which never allowed others to rise.

SOMALIA CONSTITUTION 
 
 After weeks of debate and discussions, the Somali parliament voted for 
historical amendments in its constitution that led to major changes. After the 
changes, country's President has the authority to appoint and dismiss a Prime 
Minister from office. This change came due to major disputes revolving 
around the distribution of power between the top two offices. The 
constitutional amendment has also paved the way for the presence of three 
political parties in the country, promoting a multi-party system. The amended 
also sets the term of office for government constitutional bodies at five years. 
 In February, the ICRIC submitted proposed amendments that establish 
the age of maturity for girls at 15 and the age of responsibility at 18. Rights 
groups expressed concerns that such provisions risk perpetuating existing 
traditional norms, potentially subjecting girls to marriage at the age of 15. In 
a statement released on Friday, Human Rights Watch, warned that the 
current constitutional proposal poses a threat to children, particularly girls.

Ms Sitharaman said that following the 8.4 per cent 
growth in the third quarter, various institutions have upgraded their GDP 
growth forecasts for India. She said, the most recent upgrade came from 
Goldman Sachs, which has raised its 2024 economic growth projection for 
India to 6.6 per cent, a 10 basis points improvement from its previous 
forecast.

J&K-POLLING STATIONS 

 In Jammu and Kashmir, ahead of the Lok Sabha elections in the 
Jammu-Reasi Parliamentary Constituency, stringent security measures are 
being implemented with the identification of 372 polling stations as 
sensitive areas. Akashvani Jammu Correspondent reports that the 
authorities are gearing up for robust security deployment across the 
Parliamentary Constituency, especially in areas marked as sensitive.
