Today was the day for high-profile nominations in Uttar Pradesh. Senior
BJP leaders and Union Ministers Rajnath Singh and Smriti Irani filed their
nominations today. Rajnath Singh filed his nomination from Lucknow
parliamentary constituency.

Prime Minister and Senior Bharatiya Janata Party leader Narendra Modi
today said that nobody in the country can change the constitution or end
reservation in the country. Speaking at a public rally in Solapur
Maharashtra, Mr. Modi said that even if Baba Saheb himself came and said
to end reservations or to change the Constitution, it would not happen. Mr.
Modi accused the opposition of spreading lies about changing the
constitution and ending reservation. PM Modi said that without taking away
anyone’s rights, we have also provided 10% reservation to the poor. He
added that reservation for OBCs has been implemented in medical exams.
He said that his government has provided options for Indian languages like
Marathi in medical and engineering studies in order to fulfil the dreams of
SC/ST/OBC youths.
PM Modi said that the NDA government has reached every household,
every village to connect SC/ST/OBC families with various welfare schemes
of the Government. He said that free ration, free healthcare, pucca houses,
toilets, electricity, gas, water-all of these have predominantly reached the
most deprived sections of society

Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah today said India
needs a strong leadership. Addressing his second public meeting at GD
College Ground in Begusarai in Bihar, Mr. Shah claimed that due to the
strong leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, the country successfully
fought against the pandemic of Covid. He said completion of Lord Ram
Temple in Ayodhya, abrogation of Article 370 and Triple Talaq shows that
strong leadership can give determination to the nation.

Mr. Shah alleged that the INDI-Alliance will lead the country on the path of
political instability because they have said that if voted to power the Prime
Minister post will be rotated to constituents on the basis of one year term.
He said the opposition has so many stakeholders for the Prime Minister
post like Rahul Gandhi, Lalu Prasad, Stalin, Mamta Banerjee and Arvind
Kejriwal.

Mr. Shah said due to strong leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi
India has been able to give a befitting reply to Pakistan after Pulwama
attack whereas earlier during the 10 years rule of UPA the terror attacks
were rampant. He said the Prime Minister has eradicated terrorism and
Naxalism from the country.

Earlier, addressing an election rally at Narahiya in Jhanjharpur Mr. Shah
alleged that Congress is anti-backward because it did not implement the
Kaka Saheb Kalelkar and Mandal Commission report on backward class. Mr.
Shah said RID has joined hands with Congress for its vested interest
because Lalu Prasad wants his son to be the Chief Minister of Bihar and
Sonia Gandhi wants her son Rahul Gandhi to be the Prime Minister.

BJP today accused Congress of spreading false narrative that it wants to
take away reservation and change the constitution. Addressing a press
conference in New Delhi, party MP Brij Lal alleged that Congress is doing
religious appeasement and is extending reservation on religion basis to
woo one particular community. He said the Constitution doesn’t talk about
the reservation based on religion, however, Congress has always been
against the values enshrined in the Indian Constitution. He said Congress
gave OBC reservation to one particular religion in Karnataka. The BJ]P



leader also attacked Congress over its allegation that BJP is going to
change the constitution and said that it was under Congress rule when the
maximum amendments and changes were brought in the Constitution.
Meanwhile, Congress reiterated its allegation that BIP is going to change
the constitution and abolish reservation. Party spokesperson, Supriya
Shrinate told the media that ruling party is on backfoot after two phases of
Lok Sabha election and it is trying to create misconception about Congress
manifesto. She claimed that many BJP leaders have talked about changing
the constitution recently which exposes the mindset of BJP. The Congress
leader asked BJP to clarify whether it is in favour of caste-based census or
not.

DELHI POLICE: Delhi Police issued a notice to the State Congress’ unit in
connection with a doctored video of Senior BJP Leader and Union Home
Minister Amit Shah in which he indicated a commitment to abolish
reservation quotas for Muslims. The video was doctored to make it seem
that he was advocating scrapping of all reservations, sources said today. A
team from the Delhi Police reached Congress Party Headquarters Gandhi
Bhavan and served notice to it. Earlier, Amit Malviya, the head of the BJP
IT cell, had said that the Telangana Congress faction was circulating a
doctored video of Amit Shah, alleging it to be entirely fabricated and
capable of inciting widespread violence. The Delhi Police today registered
an FIR after two complaints were received by police, one from BJP and
another from Union Ministry of Home Affairs (MHA) yesterday. Following
this, the Delhi Police Special Cell Cyber Wing's IFSO unit filed an FIR.
According to the FIR, some doctored videos are being circulated by users
of Facebook and Twitter with an intention to create disharmony among
communities which is likely to affect public tranquillity and public order. ---

ADD DELHI POLICE: Meanwhile, Delhi Police has asked TPCC Chief and
Chief Minister Revanth Reddy to join the probe on May 1 in connection
with Union Home Minister Amit Shah's doctored video being circulated on
social media, official sources said. According to sources, the police served
notices to five people, including Revanth Reddy, who posted the video on X
platform. Congress chief has been asked to appear with his mobile phone
allegedly used for posting the fake video on X, according to sources. ---
