Severe heat wave conditions will continue over East India during the
next 4 days. The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that
heat wave will prevail over parts of Odisha today and over West Bengal,
Jharkhand, Bihar and Uttar Pradesh during the next 4 days. The IMD also
said that hot and humid weather will continue over West Bengal, Andhra
Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karnataka and Kerala till the 25th of this
month.

Meanwhile, the weather agency has forecast heavy rainfall with
thunderstorms, lightning and gusty winds over Northeast India and
adjoining regions during the next 3 days. These conditions will prevail over
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram,
Sikkim, Tripura and Weat Bengal till Wednesday. Over North India, IMD
said that light to moderate rainfall, snowfall, thunderstorm, and lightning
will descend over Jammu and Kashmir, Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand
today. Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh will face rainfall, thunderstorm,
lightning and gusty winds today. In Central India, these conditions will also
prevail over Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra and Chhattisgarh for the next
two days. In South India, similar conditions will be present over Tamil
Nadu, Kerala, Karnataka and Puducherry tomorrow and over Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana till Wednesday.

ODISHA-FOREST FIRES

In Odisha, forest fires have broken inside the Similipal Tiger Reserve
in Mayurbhanj district following long dry spell and prevailing intense
heatwave conditions. Fires were noticed around 31 spots in the Similipal
Tiger Reserve today by forest officials. Adequate fire fighting equipment
have been engaged to douse the flames and the operation is underway on
a war footing. The Similipal Tiger Reserve authorities have engaged staff
and firefighting squads in all sensitive locations to attend the fire points.
The Odisha Disaster Rapid Action Force team has also been sent to the fire
spots. There are reports of forest fires in many other forest areas including
Angul Forest Division in Odisha.

Meanwhile, intense heatwave conditions continue to prevail in Odisha
making normal life miserable. Jharsuguda and Keonjhar reconded 43.6
degree celsius, the highest in the state by this afternoon. Amid the
scorching heatwave conditions, the state government has announced
summer vacations in all schools in Odisha from 25th of this month. Apart
from this, the state government also announced that the schools will run
from 6.30 to 10.30 in the morning from tomorrow till Tuesday. The Indian
Meteorological Department has said that severe heatwave conditions are
very likely in many pockets of Odisha till 25th of this month. It has issued
orange warning in 18 districts and yellow warning in 7 districts of Odisha
for tomorrow.

Israeli strikes on the southern Gaza city of Rafah overnight killed 22

people, including 18 children.



The Palestinian health officials said on Sunday, the first Israeli strike
in Rafah killed a man, his wife and their young child. The second strike
killed 17 children and two women from an extended family.

The attacks come hours after the U.S. House of Representatives
passed 26.3 billion Dollars in aid to Israel on Saturday, which includes nine
billion Dollars in humanitarian assistance for the Gaza Strip.

Israel has been conducting airstrikes almost every day on Rafah,
where more than half of Gaza's 2.3 million residents sought refuge. It has
also vowed to expand its ground offensive to the city on the border with
Egypt despite international calls for restraint. The latest attacks in southern
Gaza come as the death toll in the Israel-Hamas conflict has risen to more
than 34,000 Palestinians.

Meanwhile, the Israeli military concluded on Sunday one of its largest
offensives in the occupied West Bank since 7th October. According to the
Palestinian health ministry 14 people were killed in the raid.

In reply, RCB were bowled out for 221 in 20 overs. RCB could score
only 19 runs when they needed 21 off the final over. Andre Russell has
been adjudged the Player of the Match for his allround performance.



Batting for Kolkata Russel scored 27 runs off 20 balls and claimed three
crucial wickets.

Currently, Kolkata stands second in the points table, while RCB at the
bottom.
