International Monetary Fund

The International Monetary Fund, IMF, today raised India’s Gross Domestic
Product (GDP) growth projection to 6.8 percent for the financial year (FY)
2024-25. In its update to the World Economic Outlook, the IMF has raised
30 basis points from its January forecast of 6.5 percent. In its report the



IMF said, Growth in India is projected to remain strong at 6.8 percent in FY
2024-25, and 6.5 percent in FY 2025-26 with the robustness reflecting
continuing strength in domestic demand and a rising working-age
population. It also said that the Global growth, estimated at 3.2 percent in
2023, is projected to continue at the same pace in FY 2024-25 and FY
2025-26. With this, India continues to be the fastest growing economy of
the world, ahead of China’s growth projection of 4.6 percent during the
same period.

India’s overall exports are estimated to reach 776.68 billion dollars in financial
year 2023-24, surpassing last year’s highest record. The Ministry of Commerce
and Industry said in a release that that the overall exports in the preceding financial
year, 2022-23, was 776.40 Billion dollars. The Ministry added that overall imports
in the financial year 2023-24 are estimated to be 854.80 Billion dollars, exhibiting
a negative growth of minus 4.81 per cent compared to the preceding financial year.
It further said that the overall trade deficit is estimated to significantly improve by
35.77 percent, from 121.62 Billion dollars in financial year 2022-23 to 78.12
Billion dollars in financial year 2023-24.

ABHA - CGHS

The Health Ministry has urged people to stop the spread of
misinformation on its recent move to link Central Government Health
Scheme (CGHS) records to ABHA number. The Ministry said, the move is
aimed to present the patients and CGHS beneficiary their medical records
on their mobile phones. It emphasized that the linking records will prevent
hospitals from holding on to medical records which wastes money and
time. The Ministry also reiterated that the government has no ulterior
motive to hide. It quashed allegations of government using ABHA to track
people’s money and said that ABHA is not linked to any monetary or fiscal
scheme of the government.

The Ministry noted that ABHA is a proxy of Aadhaar in the sphere of
health and will eventually apply to all Indian citizens at every health facility.
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
