TELANGANA-SHAH

Union Minister and senior BJP leader Amit Shah today alleged that the ruling
Congress leaders in Telangana have virtually turned the state into an ATM for the party
leaders in Delhi. Addressing an election rally at Siddipet in Medak Lok Sabha
Constituency this afternoon he raised concern over the Congress government not
investigating the corruption charges against the BRS whether it was Kaleswaram or land
scams. Stating that Narendra Modi is working to free Telangana from the corruption, Mr
Shah said both the Congress and BRS are working together. Mr Shah also said that the
overall development of Telangana can be possible only under the BIP rule.

BIHAR-FIRE TRAGEDY

In Bihar, six people, including three women, were Kkilled in a major fire incident
in a hotel near Patna Junction this afternoon. City SP of Patna Chandraprakash
informed that 15 people were injured in the incident. He said people who received burn
injuries have been admitted to Patna Medical College Hospital (PMCH). Sources said the
fire tragedy broke out due to spark when cooking was underway.

Fire enraged due to blasts in LPG gas cylinders kept in the hotel. Several nearby
buildings were also damaged. Director General of Fire Services Shobha Ohatkar said 45
people were rescued.

Chief Minister Nitish Kumar has expressed grief over the loss of lives in the
incident.

EVE. IPL CRICKET

In IPL Cricket, Sunrisers Hyderabad will take on Royal Challengers Bengaluru at
the Rajiv Gandhi International Stadium in Hyderabad this evening. The match will start at
7.30 PM. Currently, SRH is at the 3rd spot in the points table, whereas RCB is at the
10th spot.

In yesterday's fixture, Delhi Capitals defeated Gujarat Titans by four runs at the
Arun Jaitley Stadium in Delhi.

REV. PM-MP VISIT

Senior BJP leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that BJP is a party
that runs on the mantra of 'Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas'. For BIP, nothing is bigger than
the country. Addressing the gathering in support of the BJP candidate at the Police
Parade Ground in Morena, Madhya Pradesh, Mr Modi said that the government is giving
free ration to crores of needy people without any discrimination of caste and religion.
He said, the government gave permanent houses to 4 crore poors. These houses have
been given to people of every religion without any discrimination. Similarly, drinking
water connections were provided to 11 crore houses and no casteism was allowed.

Mr Modi said that the demand of One Rank One Pension was implemented as
soon as the government was formed. He added that the soldiers were given free rein.



ECI-COMPLAINT

Election Commission of India has taken cognizance of alleged model code of
conduct violations by Senior BIP leader Narendra Modi and Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi. ECI has sent letters to BIP President JP Nadda and Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge to seek response by 11 AM on 29™ of this month.

In the letters, ECI has directed that all star campaigners to set high standards of
political discourse and observe provisions of MCC in letter and spirit. In their complaints,
Congress, CPI and CPI(M) had raised objections on the speech made by Senior BJP
leader Narendra Modi during his election speech in Baswara, Rajasthan. While, in their
complaint, BJP had raised objection on the election speech made by Congress leader
Rahul Gandhi at Kottayam in Kerala.

CONGRESS - BJP

Congress today alleged that BIP is misquoting Congress's manifesto. Senior party
leader Jairam Ramesh in a press briefing in New Delhi said, Congress has prepared its
manifesto after listening to the voice of the people during 'Bharat Jodo Yatra' and
'‘Bharat Jodo Nyaya Yatra'. He also accused BIP of raising points that are nowhere
mentioned in Congress's manifesto. He blamed BJP for rising inflation and
unemployment, saying that Congress wants to contest elections on public issues.

CHHATTISGARH-KILLED

In Chhattisgarh, a security personal died due to accidental firing in Bastar
division. Another jawan has been injured in the incident. According to the police
officials, on the basis of intelligence inputs about the presence of armed Maoists in
Barsoor area of Dantewada district, a joint team of District Reserve Guard and Bastar
Fighters had set out on a search operation. A bullet was fired accidentally last night.
Due to which two jawans were injured. One security personal succumbed to the injuries
while being taken to the hospital. Whereas, the other injured jawan has been airlifted to
Raipur for better treatment.

MEA RUSSIA

India is very actively pursuing the matter of Indians stuck in Russia at various
levels, including with the Russian Foreign Affairs Ministry, Defence Ministry and several
other organizations there. Briefing media in Delhi this afternoon, External Affairs
Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said they are committed to bring back all the
people who have gotten in touch and want to be released. He said ten such individuals
have come back to India. The spokesperson said that India has been assured by the
Russian side that the other Indians who are there will also be released.

On pro Palestine protests in the US, the spokesperson said that in every
democracy, there has to be the right balance between freedom of expression, sense of
responsibility and public safety and order.

Mr Jaiswal also said that India has received the invitation for the G7 meeting to
be held in Italy. He said it is under consideration.
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TELANGANA-MLC ELECTION

In Telangana, bye-election for the Khammam-Warangal-Nalgonda Graduates
Constituency of State Legislative Council will be held on 27th of next month . As per the
Election Commission, notification will be issued on 2nd May. Nominations will be
received till 9th of next month and if necessary, the polling will be held on 27th May.
The bye-election was necessitated due to the resignation of MLC Dr P. Rajeswar Reddy
following his election to the Assembly last year.

DETAILED STOCKS

Benchmark indices ended higher for the fifth straight session today. BSE Sensex
rallied nearly 500 points to reclaim the 74,000 mark while the Nifty closed above the
22,550 level, driven by heavy buying in banking, financial and metal stocks.

The BSE Sensex jumped 486.50 points or 0.66 percent to close at 74,339, while the

Nifty-50 rose 168 points or 0.75 percent to close at 22,570.

From the Sensex basket, Axis Bank jumped 6 per cent after the company
reported a consolidated net profit of 7,599 crore rupees during the March 2024 quarter.

State Bank of India, Nestle India, Sun Pharma, JSW Steel, ITC, and HCL
Technologies were among the other major gainers.

Kotak Mahindra Bank tanked 10.85 percent after the RBI barred the company
from onboarding customers online and issuing credit cards.

While Hindustan Unilever, Titan, Bajaj Finance, Maruti and Asian Paints were the
other laggards.

In the broader market at the BSE, Midcap sector jumped 0.70 percent, while
Smallcap sector gained by 0.54 percent.

In sectoral indices at the BSE, Services sector added 1.71 percent, Metal sector
gained 1.16 percent, Healthcare sector rose one percent. In contrast, Consumer
Durables sector slipped 0.45 percent, and Realty sector fell 0.12 percent each.
