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REV. HOCKEY-IND-AUS

In Hockey, Harmanpreet Singh-led Indian team will begin its five-match series against
Australia in Perth from today. Today's match will start at 2 P.M. (IST) at the Perth
Hockey Stadium. The hosts are led by Aran Zalewski. Since 2013, the two teams have
met 43 times, with Australia winning 28 matches and India winning just eight while
seven ended without a result. The series is significant because India and Australia are
placed in the same pool for Paris 2024.

REV.NT.IPL CRICKET

In IPL Cricket, Sunrisers Hyderabad defeated Chennai Super Kings by 6 wickets at Rajiv
Gandhi International Stadium in Hyderabad tonight. Chasing 166 for victory, Sunrisers
Hyderabad reached the target with 6 wickets in hand and 11 balls to spare. Earlier, put
into bat, Chennai Super Kings scored 165 runs for five wickets in stipulated 20 overs.
Abhishek Sharma scored dazzling 37 off just 12 balls while Aiden Markram contributed
50 off 36 for Hyderabad. Shivam Dube scored highest 45 off 24 for Chennai. Abhishek
Sharma was adjudged player of the match. Tomorrow, Rajasthan Royals will take on
Royal Challengers Bangalore in Jaipur at 7.30 PM.

RBI-CBDC

Reserve Bank of India has said that currently around 50 lakh users in the country are
using Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC). Out of which 46 lakh are retail customers
while 4 lakh are Merchants. On Cumulative basis 2.2 crore transactions have been
completed on CBDC. RBI's Deputy Governor T. Rabi Shankar has said that testing of
offline uses of CBDC is going on. On a pilot basis, programmability of CBDC has begun
today. Under which a certain amount in the form of CBDC has been transferred to a
farmer who can use it only for the purchasing of agriculture related products. He further
said...

INDIA MALDIVES EXPORT
India has approved highest-ever export quotas for essential commodities to Maldives

for 2024-25 under a unique bilateral mechanism. Indian High Commission in Maldives
said in a release that upon the request of the Maldives Government, India has allowed



for export of certain quantities of essential commodities and the quotas have been
revised upwards. The approved quantities are the highest since this arrangement came
into effect in 1981. The quota for river sand and stone aggregates, crucial items for the
booming construction industry in the Maldives, have been increased by 25 percent to 10
lakh tonnes. There has also been an increase of 5 percent in the quotas for eggs,
potatoes, onions, sugar, rice, wheat flour and pulses. Last year as well, India continued
export of rice, sugar and onions to the Maldives in spite of a worldwide ban on export
of these items from India. The High Commission said that India remains strongly
committed to supporting human centric development in the Maldives, as part of its
'Neighbourhood First' policy.

REV. J&K - TERRORISTS

In the Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir, an infiltration bid by terrorists was
successfully foiled along the Line of Control (LoC) in Uri Sector of Baramulla district
yesterday in a joint operation led by the Indian Army.

According to Defence Spokesperson Srinagar, numerous inputs were earlier received
from multiple Intelligence agencies regarding terrorist groups planning and intending to
infiltrate across the Line of Control in the Uri Sector. Based on these inputs, the
surveillance and counter-infiltration grid was reviewed and strengthened. The
Spokesperson said in the wee hours yesterday, the Indian Army close to the Line of
Control spotted a group of terrorists moving towards the Line of Control. He said the
forces continuously tracked the hostile movement and established contact resulting in
heavy exchange of fire. While the operation was under progress, intermittent fire was
also drawn from Pakistan forward posts, in the vicinity of the Line of Control. The
Defence Spokesperson said the operation resulted in the neutralisation of two terrorists
and the recovery of Two AK Rifles, Three Magazines, Four Hand Grenades, Ammunition
and other war-like stores. The Official said the infiltration bid by terrorists indicates
desperation on the part of Pakistan to fuel unrest in the peaceful Kashmir Valley at a
time when general elections have been scheduled and the democratic process is
unfolding. He said this operation is a testimony to the synergy between various security
and Intelligence agencies who are committed to ensuring peace and tranquillity in
Kashmir.

TELANGANA - ENCOUNTER

Three Naxalites of the banned CPI (Maoist) party were killed in an alleged exchange of
fire with security forces in a dense forest of Chhattisgarh’s Bijapur district bordering



Telangana this morning. According to a police official, the encounter took place in the
Pujari Kanker forest along the interstate border in the Mulugi district of Telangana. A
team of Greyhounds, Telangana’s elite anti-Naxal force noticed the Naxalites while
combing the forest area after receiving the discreet information. The alleged encounter
between them resulted in the death of three Naxalites. The Greyhounds police
recovered one AK 47, one LMG and a 12-bore gun. One of the deceased Santosh alias
Sagar was the DVCM commandar, and hailed from Ankushapur village of Jayshankar
Bhupalpalli district, said police sources.

VP-UTTARAKHAND

In Uttarakhand, Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar addressed the valedictory ceremony
of IAS Officer Trainees (2023 batch) at the Lal Bahadur Shastri National Academy of
Administration in Mussoorie today. Addressing the function, he urged the trainee
officers to imbibe excellence, integrity and commitment towards public service which
are indispensable in shaping the destiny of the nation. Speaking on the Citizenship
Amendment Act, Mr. Dhankhar said that this law does not deprive a person of his
citizenship but it provides assistance to the persecuted religious minorities of
neighboring countries. He further stated that this law is not an invitation for influx.

FUR. REV. RAJASTHAN - PM RALLY

Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi will address an election rally in
Pushkar in Ajmer district of Rajasthan this afternoon. This rally is being organised in
support of the BJP candidates of Ajmer and Pushkar.
