Both Balaghat and Jabalpur constituencies fall under the Mahakoshal
region of Madhya Pradesh which has considerable tribal votes. Chhindwara,
the only seat the Congress could win in the 2019 Lok Sabha elections out
of 29 in Madhya Pradesh, also falls under this region. These constituencies
go to polls on April 19.
