The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) has issued notices to
Gurugram Municipal Commissioner and Police Commissioner over the
incident of a two-year-old boy who died after falling into a 12-feet deep
uncovered manhole in Gurugram, Haryana on 3rd April. NHRC sought
reports on the matter within four weeks from both departments. The
commission said that the reports should include the status of the FIR
registered and what action has been taken by the police department
including if any compensation has been provided to the next of kin of the
deceased boy. In the matter, NHRC took suo motu cognizance based on
media reports and observed that news content is a true and serious issue
of violation of human rights. According to the media report, the boy was
pulled out after one and a half hour and sent to the hospital but the
doctors declared him brought dead.
