DELHI COURT-KAVITHA

A Delhi Court today denied interim bail to BRS leader K Kavitha who has been arrested
by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) in the money laundering case connected with the
alleged liquor policy scam. Special CBI judge Kaveri Baweja dismissed the interim bail
plea. Kavitha moved to the court on Thursday, urging the court to give her interim bail
for her son's examinations citing his need for her moral and emotional support. The ED
opposed the submission, claiming Kavitha destroyed evidence and influenced witnesses
in the case. Kavitha was remanded to judicial custody till 9th April on March 26. She
was arrested on March 15 by the ED from her Hyderabad residence. She is presently in
judicial custody in Tihar Jail. The BRS leader is among one of the most high-profile
politicians arrested by the ED in the Delhi excise policy case. Other political leaders
arrested in this case include Delhi Chief Minster Arvind Kejriwal and former Delhi

Deputy Chief Minister Manish Sisodia. <><>

A solar eclipse is an astronomical phenomenon
where the Moon passes between the Earth and the Sun and blocks the Sun's light either
entirely or partially. When the moon completely covers the sun, it casts a shadow on
Earth, forming what is called a "path of totality." The total darkening of the sky, also
known as totality, will be visible across a 185-kilometre stretch between Mexico, the US,

NCERT-COPYRIGHT

National Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) has issued an advisory
warning against copyright infringement of its educational materials. It said that any
individual or entity who publishes the content of NCERT textbooks for commercial use
without obtaining copyright permission shall be subject to legal proceedings under the
Copyright Act. The educational body further urged the public to refrain from using such
textbooks or workbooks, cautioning that their content may be factually incorrect. It also

advised that if any individual comes across such pirated textbooks or workbooks, they



should immediately inform NCERT through email at pd [dot] ncert[at] nic[dot]in.
The NCERT also highlighted that it is responsible for developing and disseminating
textbooks for all stages of school Education and is regarded as an authorised repository

of educational teaching and learning resources.
