GAZA-UN RESOLUTION 

The UN human rights council has adopted a resolution for an immediate ceasefire in 
Gaza and an arms embargo on Israel. The resolution also called for Israel to be held 
accountable for possible war crimes and crimes against humanity committed in the 
Gaza Strip. The resolution came as Israel finally succumbed to unprecedented US 
pressure and opened new food corridors into Gaza. Twenty-eight countries voted in 
favour, 13 abstained including India and six voted against the resolution, including the 
US and Germany. The resolution expressed grave concern at reports of serious human 
rights violations and grave breaches of international humanitarian law, including of 
possible war crimes and crimes against humanity in the occupied Palestinian territory. 
India voted in favour of other UN resolution like the right of the Palestinian people to 
self-determination which was adopted with 42 votes.

Reserve Bank of India has said that currently around 50 lakh users in the country are 
using Central Bank Digital Currency (CBDC). Out of which 46 lakh are retail customers 



while 4 lakh are Merchants. On Cumulative basis 2.2 crore transactions have been 
completed on CBDC.
