DELHI COURT-KAVITHA

A Delhi Court today allowed the Central Bureau of Investigation, CBI to
interrogate and record the statement of jailed BRS leader K Kavitha in Tihar Jail in
money laundering case related to the alleged Delhi excise policy scam. The order was
passed on the plea filed by the CBI seeking the court's permission to interrogate
Kavitha. She was arrested by Enforcement Directorate on the 15th of March in
connection with the excise policy case and is presently lodged in Tihar jail.

CHHATISGARH-FIRE

A massive fire broke out today within the subdivision premises of the electricity
department in the Ramnagar area of Raipur, the state capital of Chhattisgarh. The blaze
has rapidly spread across approximately one and a half acres of land. Over ten fire
brigade vehicles are currently engaged in combating the fire.

Reports said the fire originated from a short circuit within a transformer.
Continuous blasts can be heard emanating from the site, indicating the severity of the
situation. The premises house a substantial number of transformers, exacerbating the
challenge for firefighters.

As smoke billows into the city's skyline, an atmosphere of chaos grips the
surrounding area. Senior officials, including Secretary to the Chief Minister P. Dayanand,
Collector Dr. Gaurav Dwivedi, and the Superintendent of Police, have arrived at the
scene to assess the situation.

Despite ongoing efforts, the fire remains uncontained. Authorities are currently
coordinating evacuation procedures to ensure the safety of those living near the
incident site.<><>

BJP CONG MANIFESTO

BJP today described the Congress manifesto for the Lok Sabha polls as a bundle
of lies. Briefing media in New Delhi, party spokesperson Sudhanshu Trivedi alleged that
the manifesto has been prepared to create confusion among voters.

INDIA-BANGLADESH

Trade between India and Bangladesh through Mahadipur-Sonamasjid land port
will remain suspended for a week from April 8 on the occasion of the Eid-ul -Fitr and
Pahela Baishakh. Pahela Baishakh is the first day of the Bengali calendar which is also
the official calendar of Bangladesh.



However, movement of travellers through the land port will remain as usual.

According to United News of Bangladesh, President of Sona masjid Land Port
C&F Agents Association has confirmed the news. The president said, the trade through
the land port will resume from April 15 and India’s Mahadipur Land Port Exporters
Association was informed about the matter. He also said that passenger movement
through check posts will remain normal despite suspension of trade.

AAP- BJP LIQUOR SCAM

Aam Aadmi Party today alleged Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal has been put
behind bars under the conspiracy. Briefing media in New Delhi, AAP leader Sanjay Singh
alleged that MP Magunta Reddy was pressurised to give a false statement against Mr.
Kejriwal and when he refused, his son Raghav Reddy was arrested. He added that after
continuous questioning, Raghav Reddy changed his statement against Mr. Kejriwal and
became a part of a larger conspiracy to frame AAP leaders.

Meanwhile, BJP has hit back on AAP. Delhi BJP Chief Virednra Sachdeva accused
the AAP leaders of continuously making misleading statements on the alleged liquor
scam. He said Mr Singh getting bail in the case, does not mean that the case is closed.
Mr. Sachdeva also questioned that if the liquor policy was good then why it was
changed by the Delhi government.

MALDIVES ELECTION

Maldives, an anti-corruption organisation has sounded alarms on the misuse of state
resources by incumbent Muizzu administration. In a social media post on X, the
organisation said that the government’s moves potentially compromise the fairness of
the electoral process.

Notably, the surge in political appointees and the utilization of state-owned
enterprises for political gains signal a deepening patronage system, fostering an uneven
electoral playing field.
