CAMPAIGNING

Campaigning has intensified for the third phase of general elections with top
leaders of major political parties making strong pitch to woo the voters through
rallies and road shows across the country. 95 Parliamentary Constituencies across
10 States and two Union Territories will go to polls in this phase on the 7th of
May. One thousand 351 candidates are in the fray in this phase. Prime Minister
and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi makes a strong pitch while campaigning for
the BJP candidates in Belagavi today in Karnataka. Speaking at a public meeting
the Prime Minister and BJP senior leader Narendra Modi informed that in the last
10 years, his government helped small farmers through the Farmers Producers
Organisation to cut input costs and open the market for agri produce. Over 10
crore women self-help groups benefited from the financial assistance, and 70,000
crore was earned by the farmers after blending ethanol with fuel. Bharatiya
Nyaya Samhitha passed by his Government will ensure better management of law
and order. Senior BJP leader and Home Minister Amit Shah addressed a political
rally in Kasganj district. He attacked the Opposition for not participating in the
Pran Pratishtha function in Ayodhya and said that the BJP has fulfilled all its
promises made in the manifesto. Mr. Shah will address rallies in Mainpuri and
Etawah later in the day. He will also have a meeting with party functionaries in
Kanpur regarding the general elections. Senior BJP leader and Chief Minister of
State Yogi Adityanath addressed rallies in Badayun and Aonla area of Bareilly
district. He will later address a rally in Etah district. Samajwadi Party Chief
Akhilesh Yadav campaigned for Party candidate in Sambhal district. He came
down heavily on the BJP and said that the people of UP have given a befitting
reply to the party in the first two phases of elections and his alliance is getting
tremendous support from the public. Akhilesh will address another political rally
in Bareilly district. BSP coordinator for election Akash Anand will address a
political rally in Sitapur district in a short while from now.



ABHISHEK MANU SINGHVI

Senior Congress leader Abhishek Manu Singhvi accused the ruling Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) of undermining democracy. Speaking at a press conference in
Ahmedabad today, Singhvi highlighted the recent victory of the BJP in the Surat
Lok Sabha seat as a violation of democratic principles. He alleged the BJP of
misusing money, machinery, and manpower. He also pointed out that one-fourth
of the total 417 BJP candidates in this election have recently defected from other
parties. Former Congress President Rahul Gandhi is scheduled to begin his
campaign in the State tomorrow.

RAJNATH SINGH

Senior BJP leader and Union Minister Rajnath Singh said that BJP’s manifesto is a
guarantee of creating a new, self-reliant and developed India. Addressing a press
conference in Ahmedabad today, Mr. Singh said the 2024 Lok Sabha polls are all
set to become a standard of strong and credible democracy in the country. Mr
Singh credited the BJP government for curbing corruption and taking more than
25 crore people out of the shackles of poverty. The BJP government came into
power in 2014, ED has attached properties worth over one lakh crore, he added.
Alleging Congress for the failure in poverty alleviation, Mr. Singh said Congress
had failed in eliminating poverty from the country despite being in power for
more than 50 years.

Bharatiya
Nyaya Samhitha passed by his Government will ensure better management of law
and order. He accused the Congress government in Karnataka of slashing 4000
rupees that were given by the previous BJP Government to the farmers through
PM Krishi Samman Yojana. He charged that the law and order are deteriorating in
Karnataka due to the vote bank and appeasement politics of the Congress in
Karnataka. He pointed at the murder of Neha Hiremath in Hubballi recently and
the bomb blast in Rameshwaram Cafe. He accused Congress of taking the help of
PFI during this election, an organisation banned by the Central Government. He
said that Congress is proposing an inheritance tax on the wealth inherited by the
children. He said that the property seized by the Congress would be given to their
vote bank. He blamed Congress for creating a misinformation campaign on HAL
and the Made in India Corona vaccine. He said the Supreme Court has given a
tight slap on EVM doubters. He accused the Congress of weakening democracy
through false narratives created by them. He criticised Rahul Gandhi for allegedly
blaming Rajas and Maharajas for confiscating wealth from the citizens and for
committing atrocities. Narendra Modi said Shivaji Maharaj, Rani Chennamma, the
Gaekwads of Baroda, Ahaly Bai Holkar and the Wadeyars of Mysore were all
benevolent kings. He charged that Rahul Gandhi does not dare to criticise
Aurangzeb for destroying our temples and other Nawabs, Nizams, Sultans and
Badshah:s.

DELHI CONGRESS PRESIDENT

Delhi Congress President Arvinder Singh Lovely has resigned from his post. In a
letter to Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge, Mr Lovely said that the Delhi
Congress Unit was against an alliance with the Aam Aadmi Party, which was
formed solely by levelling false and malafide corruption charges against the



Congress Party. He said despite that, the Party decided to ally with the Aam
Aadmi Party in Delhi. Mr Lovely said the party workers of Delhi Congress are
dissatisfied with AAP’s false propaganda. He said that under the Aam Aadmi Party
rule in Delhi, public infrastructure has severely worsened compared to the
development work done during former Delhi Chief Minister Sheila Dikshit’s
government.

UBER CUP BADMINTON TOURNAMENT

The Indian women’s teamhave advanced to the quarterfinals of the Uber Cup
badminton tournament with a 4-1 victory over Singapore in Chengdu, China on
Sunday. India lost the opening match of the second tie in Group A, with Ashmita
Chaliha losing to world No. 18 Yeo Jia Min 15-21, 18-21 in the first singles. Later,
national champions Priya Konjengbam and Shruti Mishra defeated Xiao En Heng
and Jin Yu Jia, 21-15, 21-16 to bring India back. Isharani Baruah extended India’s
lead by defeating Insyirah Khan, 21-13, 21-16 second singles. Later in the second
doubles match, Simran Singhi and Ritika Thaker delivered a brilliant performance
in a 21-8, 21-11 victory over Yi Ting Elsa Lai and Zan Michelle, while in the final
game, Anmol Kharb prevailed over Lee Xin Megan, 21-15, 21-13, giving India a
commanding 4-1 lead. Indian Women’s team now ranks second in Group A,
trailing only China. The two teams will clash in their final group match on Tuesday
to decide the table toppers. Earlier, India had defeated Canada, 4-1 in the opening
tie yesterday. Meanwhile in the Thomas Cup competition, featuring the men,
defending champions India will face England tomorrow in their second Group C
tie. India had defeated Thailand 4-1 in the opening tie.
