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EGYPT- ISRAEL: Egypt has sent a high-level delegation to Israel today to broker a

“new vision” for a prolonged cease-fire with Hamas in Gaza. According to an Egyptian
official, Egypt’s top intelligence official, Abbas Kamel is leading the delegation. The
official said that the talks will also focus on a limited exchange of hostages held by
Hamas, and the return of displaced Palestinians with minimum restrictions. On the other
hand, Lebanon’s militant Hezbollah group yesterday fired anti-tank missiles and artillery
shells at an Israeli military convoy in a disputed area along the border.

INDIA — SCO: Defence Secretary Giridhar Aramane has emphasised the need to adopt

a zero-tolerance approach towards terrorism in all its forms for prosperity and
development of the Shanghai Cooperation Organisation, (SCO) Member States. Mr
Aramane said this while participating in the SCO Defence Ministers’ meeting in Astana,
Kazakhstan. During the meeting, he reiterated India’s steadfast commitment towards
maintaining peace, stability and security in SCO region. The Defence Secretary
mentioned about India’s long-standing proposal of Comprehensive Convention on
International Terrorism at the United Nations. He also highlighted the concept of
Security and Growth for All in the Region (SAGAR)’, proposed by India for the Indo-
Pacific. During the meeting, a protocol was signed by the Defence Ministers of all SCO
Member States. A Joint Communique was issued after the meeting, in which the SCO
Defence Ministers agreed to developing the idea of One Earth, One Family, One Future,
which is rooted in the ancient Indian philosophy of Vasudhaiva Kutumbakam.



OVERALL CAMPAIGNING: Campaigning for the remaining phases of general

elections has gained momentum with senior leaders of major political parties
crisscrossing the country to garner votes in support of their candidates. Prime Minister
and Senior BIP leader Narendra Modi today addressed a public rally at Malda in West
Bengal. He said, appeasement is the common thing between TMC and Congress, for
which they can do anything and everything. He alleged that these parties want to
revoke each and every decision taken by the NDA government for the safety of the
country. Mr Modi said, there was a time when West Bengal was the driver of India's
development. But first the Left, and then TMC rule, sabotaged the greatness of this
state and even stopped development. Addressing a public meeting in Araria
parliamentary constituency in Bihar, Prime Minister Modi said this election is to make
India strategically and economically developed. He alleged that RID and Congress
alliance in Bihar neither cares about the constitution of India, nor about democracy. He
said, these parties did not let people exercise their right to vote for decades and booth
capturing was common trend during their rules. Trinamool Congress President and
West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee will participate in two public meetings at
Ghatal and Jhargram parliamentary constituencies today. In Uttar Pradesh, star
campaigners of various political parties will hold election rallies and road shows across
the state today. Prime Minister Narendra Modi will lead a road show in Bareilly district,
while senior BIP leader and Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath will also be campaigning in
Bareilly and Moradabad. On the other hand Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav will
address a rally in Etah district. BSP leader Aakash Anand will addressing the gatherings
in Ambedkar Nagar and Kaushambi LokSabha constituencies.

MP-CAMPAIGNING: Election campaigning is at its peak in Madhya Pradesh for

the remaining phases of Lok Sabha polls. Union Home Minister and senior BIP leader
Amit Shah addressed public meetings in Ashoknagar and Rajgarh Lok Sabha
constituencies today. Mr. Shah said, the BJP-led government at the Centre will
implement a Uniform Civil Code in the country as it is a guarantee of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi. He accused the Congress of advocating personal laws. Mr Shah said the
Modi government has ended Naxalism and terrorism in the country. State Congress
President Jitu Patwari, Rajya Sabha MP Vivek Tankha and former Union Minister Arun
Yadav are campaigning in Burhanpur today. They accused the BJIP of raising
controversial issues to divert attention from basic issues like unemployment and

SRI LANKA airports

An Indian firm has been jointly entrusted the management responsibilities of Sri
Lanka’s Mattala Rajapaksa International Airport along with another Russian company.
Sri Lanka’s Cabinet of Ministers has approved the transfer of management
responsibilities for the Airport in the southern region of the island.

As per the proposal submitted to the Cabinet by Minister of Ports, Shipping, and
Aviation, Nimal Siripala De Silva, the selected Indian and Russian firms will manage the
airport for a period of 30 years. This decision, aligned with the recommendations of the
negotiation committee appointed by Sri Lanka’s Cabinet of Ministers, marks a significant
step in international collaboration in aviation management.
