Key Candidates: The ruling party at the Centre BIP, ruling
party in the state Congress and the BRS are among major
parties who are in the contest and are in triangular fight at
most places in tomorrow polls. BSP is in contest in 15 seats
while MIM is in one seat. Though there was no formal alliance
among the parties, left parties extended support to the
Congress while CPIM is in friendly contest in Bhongir. All eyes
are on Secunderabad and Hyderabad as Union Tourism Minister
G Kishan Reddy seeking re-election from the Lushkar seat
where two more sitting MLAs Danam Nagender from Congress
and Padmarao Goud from BRS are in contest. Asaduddin of
MIM is seeking fifth consecutive election from Hyderabad. And
BIP's Kompella Madhavi Lata is making all out efforts to wrest
the seat for BJP. Another prominent BIP leader seeking election
to the Lok Sabha from Malkajgiri is Eetela Rajender where
Congress fielded Sunita Mahender Reddy and BRS’ R Lakshma



Reddy is also in the fray. BJP General Secretary and Sitting MP
from karimanagar Bandi Sanjay seeking re-election from the
seat while senior leader from BRS B Vinod Kumar and V
Rajender Rao from Congress are confronting him. A two time
MP from Zaheerabad BB Patil is seeking a third time in a row
from his home seat. He switched to BIP from the BRS just
before elections. Gali Anil Kumar of BRS and former MP Suresh
Shetkar of Congress also in the fray at Zaheerabad. Sitting BIP
MP from Nizamabad Arvind Kumar is seeking re-election while
former MP Konda Vsihweswar Reddy and sitting Ranjit Reddy
are in Chevella while Jnaneswar of BRS also contesting. Former
MLA Raghunandan Rao BJP, from Medak, BIP vice president
DK Aruna from Mahaboobnagar, former MP Mallu Ravi of the
Congress from Nagarkurnool and K Raghuveer of the Congress
from Nalgonda, Dr Boora Narsaiah goud of BJP from Bhongir
are in the fray while CPIM candidate md Jahangir is in friendly
contest. First timers for the Lok Sabha election from all major
parties are in the fray in Warangal. BRS Lok Sabha floor leader
Namanageswar Rao is seeking re-election from Khammam.
Former State Minister Koppula Easwar of BRS is seeking

election from Peddapalle. ----MSL---29
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WOMEN POLLING STATIONS: The Election commission has

setup women polling stations in Warangal Loksabha

constituency with an aim to increase the voting percentage of
women. The staffs on duty at these polling stations are also
women. In Warangal city women polling stations have been
setup at Kothawada Golden Oak School, Mandi Bazaar Kiddy
Kook School, Urse Government aided Sri Venkateshwara
School, Sambhunipeta GHHS and Girmajipet. These polling
stations will be beautified with flowers and mango orchards.
There are a total of 18 Lakh 24 thousand 466 voters in
Warangal parliamentary constituency of which 9 Lakh 28
thousand 648 are women.

LEAD POLL: All arrangements have been completed for

tomorrow's Loksabha elections in Telangana. Polling in 17
Loksabha constituencies will begin at 7 am tomorrow. Polling
will continue till 4 pm in the 13 assembly segments where left
wing extremism is predominant and the remaining 106
assembly segments polling will continue till 6 pm. polling for
the Secunderabad cantonment assembly by election will also be
held tomorrow. The polling personnel with EVM’s and other
polling material have already reached their respective polling
stations by this evening. A total of 35,809 polling stations have
been set up across the state. As part of the measures to
increase the voting percentage the election commission also set
up auxiliary polling stations in remote areas and thandas.
Returning officers in all the districts supervised the distribution

process of election material. The Election Commission has



asked people to go to polling booths with any one of the
identity cards approved by the Election Commission and
exercise their right to vote freely. A total of 2.94 lakh personnel
including nearly lakh security personnel will be on poll duty. As
many as 525 candidates are in the fray for all Loksabha seats
which is witnessing a 3 cornered contest among ruling congress
and opposition BRS and BJP. Secunderabad constituency has a
maximum no. of candidates 45 and lowest 12 candidates in
Adilabad ST constituency. In the 201 election BRS has 9 seats
while BIJP has bagged 4 seats. Congress could win 3 seats,
while MIM retained a lone seat. DESK-21
