          BJP senior leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi cautioned people that  Congress 
 government in the State allegedly collecting money in the name of RR tax and sending it its 
Delhi bosses.  Addressing a election rally at Chilver Village in Medak district today Narendra 
Modi alleged  the previous BRS government has looted money and in the same way the present 
Congress government is going. Stating that both Congress and BRS are the same, Narendra 
Modi said despite the Kaleswaram scam by the previous government, the present Congress 
Government  is not moving forward to probe the case and alleged it is sitting on files.  He said 
the Congress party when in opposition announced that it will probe the scam.  Narendra Modi 
cautioned people that if Congress is voted to power it will put 55 percent tax on inheritance 
property.

REV. PM-LATUR RALLY 
 Prime Minister and senior Bharatiya Janata Party leader Narendra Modi today 
addressed a public rally in Latur starting his speech by highlighting the renowned 
Latur Pattern in the realm of education, which has significantly contributed to the 
region's identity. 
 In his address, Mr. Modi emphasized the need for stability and strong 
leadership to ensure the country's progress and security. 
 Criticising the Congress party, Mr. Modi accused it of orchestrating a scheme to 
siphon off the wealth of the people, not only for the present generation but also for 
the future. He contrasted the pace of development before and after 2014, underlining 
the significant strides made across various sectors like automobile manufacturing and 
defence. 
 Mr. Modi urged first-time voters to research the situation before 2014 to 
understand the transformation that has taken place in the country since then.
