The campaign for the third phases  of Lok Sabha elections has intensified, as the 
leaders of various political parties holds ralllies and road shows across the country to 
garner support in favour of their party's candidates.  
In Gujarat, campaigning for the Lok Sabha polls is going on in full swing. All the 
political parties are trying their best to woo the voters. The entire state will go to polls 
in single phase on the 7th of May. 
 Senior BJP leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi will address four rallies in 
the state today. The PM will address rallies in Anand, Surendranagar, Junagadh, and 
Jamnagar today. Congress leader and Rajasthan’s former Chief Minister Ashok Gehlot 
will address a press conference in Ahmedabad today. 
 On the other hand, AAP leader Sunita Kejariwal will hold road shows in Botad 
and Dediyapada in favour of AAP candidates of Bhavnagar and Bharuch. 
 In Uttar Pradesh, many star campaigners will be in the political battleground 
today. AIR correspondent reports that Senior BJP leader and Union Minister Amit Shah 
will campaign in Bareilly, Badayun and Sitapur districts for BJP party candidates. Later 
in the evening, he will head a party organisational meeting in Lucknow. 
 Clash of Titans will be in the political battleground of Mainpuri Lok Sabha 
constituency, where Senior BJP leader and Chief Minister of State Yogi Adityanath will 
hold a road show, while Bahujan Samaj Party Supremo Mayawati will also address a 
rally there. 
 Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav will address political rallies in Badayun 
and Aonla Loksabha constituencies today. Rashtriy Lok Dal Chief Jayant Chaudhari will 
address a political gathering in sadabad area of Hathras Loksabha constituency.

 The Election Commission has banned former Telangana Chief Minister and BRS 
chief K Chandrashekar Rao from campaigning for 48 hours for making alleged 
derogatory and objectionable statements against the Congress party. His ban became 
effective from 8:00 PM yesterday.  
 The Commission directed Chandrashekar Rao, not to hold any public meetings, 
public processions, public rallies, shows and interviews in media in connection with 
ongoing elections during this period. Earlier, the Congress party had complained with 
the poll body about K Chandrashekar's remarks in Sircilla, Telangana. 
 The Commission said, the political parties and leaders shall not make false 
statements, utterances without factual basis aimed at misleading the voters. The 
Commission said, criticism of other parties or their workers based on unverified 
allegations or on distortions shall be avoided.

 Online nominations and recommendations for the Padma Awards 2025 have 
begun. The last date for nominations for Padma Awards is the 15th of September 
2024. The nominations/recommendations for Padma Awards will be received online on 
the Rashtriya Puraskar Portal www.awards.gov.in. 
 The Padma Awards, namely, Padma Vibhushan, Padma Bhushan and Padma 
Shri, are amongst the highest civilian awards in the country. Instituted in 1954, these 
Awards are announced on the occasion of the Republic Day every year. The Home 
Ministry said that the government is committed to transforming the Padma Awards 
into People’s Padma.

 The commission had earlier issued a show-cause notice to KCR over the alleged 
remarks. Responding to the notice on 23rd last month, KCR however, denied the 
charge.
