In the fourth phase of Lok Sabha election today, approximate voter
turnout of 67.25 per cent was recorded till 11.45 PM. In this phase, polling
was held in 96 Lok Sabha seats spread over nine states and one Union
Territory. Till 11.45 PM, 76.50 per cent voter turnout was recorded in
Andhra Pradesh, Bihar recorded 57.06 per cent voter turnout, and
Telangana recorded 64.74 per cent voter turnout. Jammu and Kashmir
recorded a poll percentage of 37.98 per cent, Jharkhand saw 65.2 per cent
turnout and Madhya Pradesh recorded 70.98 per cent. The polling
percentage in Maharashtra was recorded at 59.64 per cent, in Odisha
73.97 per cent, Uttar Pradesh 58.05 per cent and West Bengal at 78.37 per
cent. 25 seats of Andhra Pradesh, 17 seats of Telangana, 13 seats of Uttar
Pradesh, 11 seats of Maharashtra, eight seats each of Madhya Pradesh and
West Bengal, 5 seats of Bihar, four seats each of Jharkhand and Odisha
along with one seat of Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir went to polls
in this phase. A total of one thousand 717 candidates were in the fray for
the fourth phase. Election Commission said that the polling process
remained peaceful. Srinagar Parliamentary Constituency recorded 37.98
percent voter turnout which is the highest in many decades. Chadoora,
Chah-i-sharief, Ganderbal, Kangan, Khansahib and Shopian Assembly



segments recorded more than 45 percent voter turnout. Completely
peaceful and high turnout polling was seen in Budgam, Ganderbal,
Pulwama, and Shopian. The Commission said that in an unfortunate
incident, a polling official in Champapet, Telangana passed away while on
duty. Taking swift cognisance of the tragic demise, the Commission has
directed CEO Telangana for immediate disbursal of ex-gratia payment to
the family of the deceased polling officer. With the conclusion of phase 4,
polling for General Elections has crossed the halfway mark with polling
completed in 23 States and UTs and 379 Parliamentary Constituencies.
Polling is complete in General Elections for State Legislative Assemblies of
Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Andhra Pradesh and 28 assembly seats of
Odisha State Assembly.

The Income Tax Department today announced that under the
new functionality, the AIS will display whether the feedback of the taxpayer
has been acted upon by the Source partially or fully, or has been rejected.

INDONESIA FLASH FLOODS
In Indonesia, at least 41 people were killed after flash floods and cold

lava flowing from a volcano hit the island of Sumatra. Hours of heavy rain
on Saturday swept torrents of ash and rocks down Mount Marapi, the most active
volcano in Sumatra. The mudslides inundated two districts, swept people to their
deaths and damaged more than 100 homes, mosques and public facilities. Seventeen
people are still missing. By Sunday afternoon, rescuers had found 19 bodies in the
worst-hit village of Canduang in Agam district and recovered nine other bodies in the
neighbouring district of Tanah Datar, according to the National Search and Rescue
Agency. The area around Mount Marapi has seen several similar disasters in the past six
months. Last 5 December, 23 hikers were killed when the volcano erupted while in
February this year, flash floods damaged dozens of homes in the Tanah Datar.
