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EVE LS - FOURTH PHASE

The stage is set for the fourth phase of polling for the 2024
Lok Sabha elections tomorrow. Voting will be held in 96 Lok
Sabha seats spread over nine states and a Union Territory. 25
seats of Andhra Pradesh, 17 seats of Telangana, 13 seats of Uttar
Pradesh, 11 seats of Maharashtra, eight seats each of Madhya
Pradesh and West Bengal, 5 seats of Bihar, four seats each of
Jharkhand and Odisha along with one seat of Union Territory of
Jammu and Kashmir will go to polls. Election Commission has said



that a total of one thousand 717 candidates are in the fray for the
fourth phase of Lok Sabha elections.

The voting for single phase Assembly polls in Andhra
Pradesh for 175 seats and 28 Legislative Assembly seats of
Odisha are also going to polls in this phase.

Over 19 lakh Polling officials will be deployed across one lakh
92 thousand polling stations. The voting will begin at 7 AM and
end at 6 PM. The commission said, polling time in certain
assembly segments of 17 Parliamentary Constituencies of
Telangana was increased by the Commission to increase voters’
participation.

As per India Meteorological Department forecast, the
Parliamentary Constituencies going for polls in this phase are
likely to experience normal to below normal temperatures and
there will be no heat wave like condition in these areas. However,
for the convenience of voters, the Election Commission has made
meticulous arrangements at all polling stations. This includes
water, shed, toilets, ramps, volunteers, wheelchairs, and
electricity to ensure that every voter, including elderly and
persons with disabilities, can cast their vote with ease. So far, the
polling has concluded smoothly and peacefully for 283
Parliamentary Constituencies and 20 States and Union Territories
till phase three of the General Elections 2024.

UP SP LIST

In Uttar Pradesh, Samajwadi Party has released another list
of party candidates for the seventh and last phase of general
elections. Party has fielded Ramesh Bind from Mirzapur. Earlier,
SP had given ticket to Rajendra Bind from Mirzapur seat, but
when BJP MP from Bhadohi Ramesh Bind joined Samajwadi Party,
Akhilesh gave ticket to him. Now Ramesh Bind will face NDA's ally
Anupriya Patel of Apna Dal. Apart from this, SP has given ticket to
Chhotalal Kharwar from Robertsganj seat of Sonbhadra district.



Both seats have been given to Apna Dal by BJP under the alliance
and election will be held here on 1st June.<>
EVE WB-PM PUBLIC MEETINGS:

The budget for the ST community has been increased many
fold than the previous Congress government.

In another interview to a newspaper, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi highlighted that his government has embarked on
a dual mission to empower the poor by fulfilling their basic needs
and revitalising the economy of the country through
comprehensive reforms.

ISRAEL-GAZA

Israeli forces have issued fresh evacuation orders in Rafah
as they prepare to expand their attacks on the southern Gaza
city. The move has sparked a backlash from international groups.
The Israeli military ordered people in central Rafah and other
areas to evacuate on Saturday. It had earlier issued a notice
calling on civilians in eastern Rafah to leave the city, where more
than one million individuals are sheltering. The military said about
300,000 people had fled so far.

The head of the United Nations refugee agency for
Palestinians reacted sharply to the latest move. United Nations
Relief Works Agency Commissioner-General Philippe Lazzarini
wrote in a social media post that since the war began, people in
the Gaza Strip have desperately sought safety, but they never
found it. He added that there is no safe place in Gaza.



European Council President Charles Michel said on social
media, evacuation orders for civilians trapped in Rafah to unsafe
zones are unacceptable. He called on Israel to respect
international humanitarian law and urged the country not to carry
out a ground operation in Rafah. Gaza health authorities
announced on Saturday that 34,971 people have been killed in
the enclave so far since the Israel-Hamas conflict began.<><>

EVE. INDONESIA, AFGHANISTAN, BRAZIL FLOODS

Heavy rain brought floods and landslides to Indonesia's
province of West Sumatra, killing at least 28, with four still
missing, authorities said on Sunday. The national disaster
management agency said in a statement that flooding since
Saturday night had brought mud to the Tanah Datar regency,
affecting five sub-districts. The agency said its latest assessment
showed 84 housing units and 16 bridges were affected by the
disaster, adding that heavy equipment had been deployed to
speed up the clearing of road access.

In Afghanistan, nearly 315 people were killed and more than
1,600 others injured in devastating flash floods that ripped
through multiple provinces in the country on Friday, with
authorities declaring a state of emergency. Described the
devastating floods as a major humanitarian emergency, aid
agencies have warned of widening havoc. Afghan authorities
have reported several people missing after heavy rains on Friday
that sent roaring rivers of water and mud crashing through
villages and across agricultural land in several provinces, causing
damage to healthcare facilities and vital infrastructure besides
wiping out thousands of homes and livestock.

In Brazil too, rain continued to soak waterlogged southern
Brazil on Saturday, bringing fresh misery to victims of flooding
that has killed 136 people so far. The civil defence agency said,
heavy rains last week caused rivers in the agricultural state to



overflow, leaving 806 injured and 125 missing in addition to those
killed.

Of the more than two million people affected by the
flooding, more than 537,000 have been forced from their homes
with 81,000 in shelters. More than 92,000 homes were damaged
or destroyed by the floods, according to the National
Confederation of Municipalities. United Nations experts and the
Brazilian government blame climate change and the El Nino
weather phenomenon for the inundation. New downpours were
expected to be heaviest between Sunday and Monday, and state
authorities were warning of the risk of further rising waters and
landslides.<><>

EVE. IPL CRICKET
In IPL Cricket, Rajasthan Royals were for
in overs against Chennai Super Kings at MA
Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai when reports last came in.
