PM-MUMBAI RALLY

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today expressed confidence of winning a record number
of seats in General Elections. While addressing an NDA rally in Mumbai today, Mr. Modi
said he is working 24x7 to develop the country by 2047 and his priority is to make life
of common man easier. He urged the voters to vote in large numbers for peace,
security, and a bright future for their children. Terming Mumbai as the city of dreams,
Mr Modi promised to give Mumbai its due. Prime Minister said, many countries that
became independent with India went ahead of India but earlier governments did not
believe in the powers of Indians. He claimed that if the Congress been dissolved after
independence on the advice of Mahatma Gandhi, the country would have been 50 years
ahead. He reviewed the development work done by the Union Government in the last



10 years. Before coming to the meeting, Prime Minister Narendra Modi paid homage to
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar and Swatantraveer Vinayak Damodar Savarkar.

Maharashtra Chief Minister Eknath Shinde boasted that no one had the ability to
lead the country except Modi. MNS chief Raj Thackeray demanded that status of a
classical language should be given to Marathi. The history of the Maratha Empire should
be included in the school curriculum from childhood and an international committee
should be appointed to restore the historical glory of Shivaji Maharaj's fort, he added.

Speaking at the rally, Deputy Chief Minister of Maharashtra Devendra Fadnavis
criticized Uddhav Thackeray over the scams in the Mumbai civic body. He claimed that
the maximum number of industries had come to Maharashtra when he was the chief
minister. Maharashtra’s another Deputy Chief Minister Ajit Pawar, Union Minister
Ramdas Athavale and other senior leaders of NDA were present on the occasion.

ISRAEL-HOSTAGES

Israeli forces have recovered the bodies of three hostages from Gaza. Israel Defense
Forces (IDF) said that the bodies were those of Shani Louk, Amit Buskila, and Itzhak
Gelerenter. The IDF said they had been murdered on 7 October and their remains taken
back to Gaza. The Defece Force said that the bodies had been recovered in an
operation overnight. Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu called the news heart-
breaking. About 1,200 people were killed in an unprecedented attack when Hamas



gunmen burst into Israel. They took 252 others back to Gaza as hostages. According to
the Hamas-run health ministry, Israel launched an offensive in Gaza after the 7 October
Hamas attacks that has killed more than 35,000 people.

SC-KEJRIWAL

The Supreme Court today reserved its verdict on Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal’s
petition challenging his arrest by the Enforcement Directorate (ED) in a money
laundering case linked to the alleged excise scam but granted him liberty to move the
trial court for regular bail.

A bench of Justices Sanjiv Khanna and Dipankar Datta reserved its judgement
after hearing senior advocate Abhishek Singhvi and Additional Solicitor General SV Raju,
who appeared for Kejriwal and the Enforcement Directorate, respectively.

The Delhi chief minister was arrested on 21sth March in the money laundering
case in which the apex court enlarged him on interim bail from May 10 to June 1 for
campaigning in the Lok Sabha elections. It ordered him to surrender on 2nd June and
go back to jail.

The matter relates to alleged corruption and money laundering in the formulation
and execution of the Delhi government's excise policy for 2021-22, which has now been
scrapped.

Information and Broadcasting Secretary Sanjay Jaju unveiled the official poster of 55th
India International Film Festival, IFFI at the 77th Cannes Film Festival in France. The
IFFI will be held in Goa in November this year. Along with Mr Jaju, filmmakers Ashok
Amritraj, Richie Mehta, singer Shaan, actor Rajpal Yadav, film veteran Bobby Bedi,
among others were also present on the occasion.

For the first time India is hosting a Bharat Parv at the Cannes Film Festival. More
than 250 delegates attended the event that showcased Indian culture, cuisine and
cinema at the global platform.

REV. IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heat wave to severe heat wave
conditions over parts of Rajasthan, Punjab, Haryana and Delhi till 21st of this month.
The IMD said, heatwave conditions are also very likely to commence over Eastern and
Central parts of the country from tomorrow. Isolated heavy to very heavy rainfall is very



likely to continue over southern parts of India till 23rd of this month.

The weather department said that isolated very heavy rainfall is likely over Tamil
Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala, Mahe, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Rayalaseema and
Karnataka till Tuesday. According to IMD, there is a possibility of isolated extremely
heavy rainfall over Kerala on 20th and 21st of May. In East India, isolated heavy rainfall
is very likely to occur over Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Assam, Nagaland, Manipur and
Meghalaya till Monday. The maximum temperatures over many parts of Northwest,
Central and East India are expected to increase gradually by about 2-4 degrees Celsius
for the next 3-4 days.
BJP ALLEGATION

In Bihar, BJP has alleged that RIJD nominee from Saran Lok Sabha constituency Dr.
Rohini Acharya has concealed several facts in her affidavit but the returning officer
validated the nomination papers in haste. Dr. Acharya is daughter of RID Chief Lalu
Prasad and making her debut in electoral politics with Lok Sabha elections. Talking to
media persons in Patna, BIP leader S D Sanjay today said that the RIJD nominee has
concealed the facts related to the status of her citizenship, passport and residential
status in the affidavit but these matters were overlooked by the returning officer. He
said BJP nominee from Saran Rajiv Pratap Rudy had raised the issue but it was ignored
by the authorities. Mr. Sanjay said Dr. Rohini Acharya has lived in another country for
the past seven years so there should be clarity on her citizenship.

He said a writ petition has been filed in this matter in Patna High Court
challenging the nomination of RID contestant. The BJP leader said a speedy hearing
has been requested to the High Court in this regard.

RANCHI-SHAH-RALLY

In Jharkhand, Union Home Minister and Senior BIP leader Amit Shah today took part in
a roadshow to canvas for his party candidate in capital Ranchi. The roadshow started

from Chutiya (Elfé'uTo ) locality and concluded at Saraswati Shishu Mandir school.

Huge crowd was witnessed in the roadshow of Mr. Shah who said that people's
participation shows that corrupt will be defeated and an honest and transparent
government will be elected.

PM UP RALLIES FINAL

Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi today attacked again on Congress



on the issue of minority reservation and said that Baba Saheb Bhimrao Ambedkar
openly opposed the reservation on the basis of religion and Congress wants to give
benefits on the basis of religion which is against the wishes of Babasaheb. He was
speaking at a political rally in Hamirpur district of Uttar Pradesh. Prime Minister
addressed back to back three rallies in state on the seats where elections will be held in
5th and 6 phase. Earlier, addressing a political rally in Barabanki Prime Minister Modi
said that Samajwadi party has taken refuge in Bengal now and the their political
alliance is only for vote bank and appeasement. He said that if Congress and Samajwadi
Party come to power, they will run buldozer on Ram temple in Ayodhya. In another
political rally in Fatehpur district Narendra Modi said that during earlier regimes UP was
infamous for crime and corruption but now the state is leading in development.

Meanwhile, in a major development Samajwadi Party MLA from Unchahar
constituency in Raebareli Manoj Pandey today joined BJP in the presence of Union
Home minister and senior party leader Amit Shah. Later, Mr. Shah also addressed a
political gathering in Unchahar and stated that if the I.N.D.I.A. block comes to power,
they will lock the Ram temple again.Defence Minister and senior BIP leader Rajnath
Singh addressed a gathering in Ballia district, affirming that the BJP is poised to come
to power for the third consecutive term. Chief minister of Uttar Pradesh and BJP leader
Yogi Adityanath today addressed political rallies in Barabanki, Ayodhya and Balrampur.

On the other hand, former Congress President Sonia Gandhi today
addressed political rally in Raebareli along with the Party candidate and her
son Rahul Gandhi and Congress General secretary Priyanka Gandhi Vadra.
Sonia Gandhi said that Gandhi family has an emotional connection with the
people of Raebareli which is decades old. She said that now Rahul Gandhi
will serve the people of the Raebareli like she did for most almost 20 years
and appealed people to vote for him. Congress General Secretary Priyanka
Gandhi Vadra said that people of the country are fed up with BJP and this
time they want change.

Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav was also present at the rally and claimed
that the BJP is going to lose the elections, and Narendra Modi will not become the
Prime Minister for the third time. Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav and former
Congress President Rahul Gandhi campaigned jointly today in favour of Kishori Lal
Sharma, the Congress candidate from Amethi, who is contesting against Smriti Irani.
Akhilesh Yadav said that once they will come in power the I.N.D.I.A. block will make
law on MSP for the welfare of farmers. Bahujan Samaj Party Supremo supremo
Mayawati addressed a political gathering in Pratapgarh district today and attacked on
BJP and Congress. She said that both the parties are indulged in corruption.
