Special programmes also held at Budhavanam in
Nagarjuna Sagar.

DETAILED STOCKS : Sensex and Nifty hit record highs; gained more than 1 and
half a percent each today amid mixed queues from the Global share markets. The BSE
Sensex rose 1197 points, or 1.61 percent, to close at a record 75,418. The NSE Nifty
spiked 370 points, or 1.64 percent, and settled at record 22,968. In the broader market
at the BSE, the Mid-Cap index increased by 0.52 percent while the Small-cap index
added 0.27 percent. In the Sensex Index, which is a pack of 30 companies, shares of
27 companies appreciated, 3 companies declined.Mahendra and Mahendra rose 3.55
percent, Larson and Tubro gained 3.38 percent and Axis Bank rose 3.3 percent.On the
otherhand, Sunpharma dropped 2.94 percent, Power Grid declined 1.86 percent and
NTPC slipped 0.43 percent.In sectoral indices at the BSE, 18 Sectors registered gains, 2
witnessed losses.  Auto Sector rose 2.3 Percent, Capital Goods gained 2.2 Percent and
Bankex added nearly 2 Percent. On the other hand, Healthcare fell 0.61 percent and
Metal shed 0.4 percent.The overall Market breadth was negative, as the shares of 1762
companies advanced, 2071 companies declined and 112 companies remain unchanged.

PM-INTERVIEW: Prime Minister and Senior BJP Leader Narendra Modi said that
people across the country know that this is an important election which will ensure that
we reach Viksit Bharat at the speed of the country’s aspirations. In an interview the
Prime Minister said that in the present elections the anti-corruption voter is with him
and so is the beneficiary voter. He said, along with it, a large section of the society
which wants India to progress rapidly is also firmly backing him and BJP. Modi said,
India in recent years, especially after the Covid-19 pandemic, has managed to emerge
as one of the fastest-growing major economies. (NSD)

UJANI BOAT MISHAP IN MAHARASHTRA : The National Disaster Response
Force (NDRF) has recovered all six bodies today from the capsized boat in the Ujani



Reservoir in Solapur district of Maharashtra. Among the recovered bodies are three
men, one woman, and two children, while one person had managed to swim to shore
when the accident occurred on Tuesday. NDRF teams had been searching for the
missing people for the past two days.

FIFTH PHASE-VOTER TURNOUT : A total of 62.20 percent of voter turnout
was recorded in the fifth phase of Lok Sabha Elections, which was held on the 20th of
May. Among them, there were nearly 61.48 percent males, 63.00 percent females, and
21.96 percent third-gender individuals. According to the Election Commission, the
highest female voter turnout was in West Bengal with 78.43 percent, followed by
Odisha with 74.77 percent. Maharashtra recorded the lowest female voter turnout of
55.32 percent, followed by Jammu and Kashmir with 55.63 percent. In the third-gender
category, West Bengal recorded the highest percentage with 38.22 percent voter
turnout, followed by Jharkhand with 37.50 percent. Bihar recorded the lowest voter
turnout in the third-gender category with only 6 percent. The Election Commission said,
that Jammu and Kashmir recorded a voter turnout of 59.10 percent, while Bihar saw a
turnout of 56.76 percent, Jharkhand saw a poll percentage of 63.21 percent, Ladakh
recorded 71.82 percent voter turnout, Maharashtra recorded around 56.89 percent,
Odisha saw 73.50 percent voter turnout, Uttar Pradesh recorded around 58.02 percent,
and West Bengal saw a turnout of around 78.45 percent. In this phase, 49
Parliamentary Constituencies spread over six States and two Union Territories went to
polls. A total of 695 candidates were in the electoral fray in this phase of elections. The
voting took place peacefully in 14 seats of Uttar Pradesh, 13 of Maharashtra, seven of
West Bengal, five each of Odisha and Bihar, three seats of Jharkhand along with one
each in the Union Territories of Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh.

AP-CEO COUNTING: Andhra Pradesh Chief Electoral Officer(CEO) Mukesh
Kumar Meena has directed the Election Officers of all districts to make strict
arrangements for the counting of votes to be held on June 4. He held a video
conference today with all the districts election officials from the state secretariat and
reviewed the arrangements for the counting of votes. During the conference, CEO said
that all advance arrangements should be made in a planned manner so that accurate
results can be announced quickly following the guidelines of the Election Commission of
India.

ISRAEL-HAMAS : Israel War cabinet has approved new guidelines regarding the
hostage-ceasefire indirect talks with Hamas. According to media reports, the war
cabinet has communicated to the negotiating team including Mossad Chief David
Barnea and Shin Bet Director, Ronen Bar to continue negotiations for the return of the
hostages. The war cabinet had met after the families of the hostages released footage
of the abduction of five female soldiers from Nahal Oz base by Hamas on October 7. At
least 128 hostages are still in Hamas custody.
