UP-POLITICAL RALLIES

In Uttar Pradesh, star campaigners from various political parties
campaigned for their party candidates today. Aakashwani correspondent
reports that Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh and senior BJP leader Yogi
Adityanath addressed a public meeting in Salempur, Ballia, and Chandauli
in favor of party candidates today.

He said
that the Modi government claims to be well-wishers of the farmers, but
does not even talk about loan waivers of the farmers. SP President
Akhilesh Yadav claimed that the election atmosphere of most of the seats
in Purvanchal is indicating that this time only the opposition alliance will
win.

Apart from that, Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi
will address a political rally in Ghazipur constituency today. On the other
hand, wife of Samajwadi party chief Akhilesh Yadav, Dimple Yadav and
Congress General Secretary Priyanka Gandhi Vadra will hold a road show in
Varanasi in favor of the party candidate, who is challenging third time BJP
leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi from Varanasi.

REV CYCLONE REMAL

India Meteorological Department (IMD) today said that the “Deep
Depression" over the East-central Bay of Bengal is likely to intensify into a
cyclonic storm by today evening. The IMD in a statement said, cyclone
Remal is likely to cross between the Bangladesh and West Bengal coasts



tomorrow midnight and become a severe cyclonic storm. In view of this,
heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely to occur in West Bengal. Coastal areas
of North Odisha can witness isolated heavy rainfall. An extreme rainfall
warning has also been issued in some areas of northeastern states.

The National Crisis Management Committee yesterday held a meeting
under the chairmanship of Cabinet Secretary Rajiv Gauba to review
preparedness for the impending cyclone. The Chief Secretary of West
Bengal apprised the Committee of the preparatory measures being taken to
protect the population in the expected path of the cyclonic storm and
measures being taken by the local administration. Fishermen have been
asked not to venture out into the sea. District Control Rooms have also
been activated and are monitoring the situation. Adequate shelters, power
supply, medicine and emergency services have been kept in readiness.

The National Disaster Response Force has deployed 12 teams and 5
additional teams are kept on standby. Rescue and relief teams of the Army,
Navy and Coast Guard along with ships and aircrafts have been kept in
readiness. Emergency teams have been deployed by Ministry of Power for
immediate power restoration.

The Indian Coast Guard (ICG) has also taken proactive steps to
prepare for Cyclonic Storm ‘Remal’. Nine disaster relief teams have been
deployed at strategic locations to minimize potential loss of life and
property at sea.<><><>

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MALDIVES RuPAY

Maldives is set to introduce India's RuPay service. The move is being
seen to bolster the Maldivian Rufiyaa. Meanwhile, there has not been any
announcement of timeline for the launch.

Local news reports quote Maldives’ Minister of Economic
Development and Trade Mohamed Saeed who highlighted how both India
and China have agreed to conduct bilateral trade using local currencies.
This initiative aims to reduce dependency on the US dollar and strengthen
regional financial integration.

Recently, the Maldives confirmed that India and China would
cooperate to facilitate import payments in their respective currencies. This
policy shift is projected to cut Male’s annual import bill of 1.5 million US
Dollars by nearly 50%.

Minister Saeed noted that he met with Indian High Commissioner
Munu Mahawar two weeks ago. Mr. Mahawar assured New Delhi’s support
in facilitating the settlement of import payments in Indian Rupees, marking
a significant step in economic collaboration between the two nations.

RuPay, developed by the National Payments Corporation of India
(NPCI), is India's premier card payment network. It enjoys widespread
acceptance across ATMs, point-of-sale (POS) devices, and e-commerce
platforms in India. Currently RuPay is accepted in various countries
including Bhutan, Nepal, Mauritius, UAE and Singapore.

Over 49 per cent voters had already cast their vote by
3:00 PM. A total of 889 candidates are in the fray in this phase. The prominent
candidates whose fate will be locked in EVMs include, senior BJP leaders
Dharmendra Pradhan, Maneka Gandhi, Manohar Lal Khattar and Manoj Tiwari
and Congress leaders Deepender Singh Hooda, Kumari Selja, Raj Babbar and
Kanhaiya Kumar. Samajwadi Party leader Dharmendra Yadav and PDP chief
Mehbooba Mufti are also in the fray. Simultaneously, polling is being held for 42
seats of Odisha Assembly in the third phase.---NSD/11

WEATHER: Thunderstorms with rain accompanied by lightning and gusty winds

Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Suryapet,
Mahabubabad, Warangal, and Hanamkonda districts of State during next 24 hours.
Meteorological Centre today in its daily weather report said that light to moderate
rain or thundershowers is likely to occur at isolated places over State during the
next 48 hours. Dry weather is likely to prevail over Telangana from 27 to 31* of
this month. During the next five days, the maximum temperature will rise

gradually by 2-3 degrees Celsius in isolated places. The highest maximum



temperature of 42.8 degrees Celsius was recorded at Adilabad yesterday, the report
