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Campaigning for seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections has
hit a pinnacle as only less than two days are left for canvassing. In this
phase, voting will be held on Saturday in 57 Parliamentary Constituencies
spread over seven states and the Union Territory of Chandigarh. A total of
904 candidates are in the fray in this phase. Prime Minister and senior BIP
leader Narendra Modi today addressed rallies in West Bengal and Odisha.
In West Bengal, the Prime Minister addressed a rally in Mathurapur. He
said, everyone looks at India with respect today and this has been made
possible because people voted to power a BJP led NDA government at the



Centre. He later addressed rallies in Mayurbhanj, Kendrapada and Balasore
in Odisha. In Bihar, Senior BIP leader, Rajnath Singh held public meetings
in Bikramganj, Aurangabad and Buxar. Lok Janshakti Party Ramvilas Chief,
Chirag Paswan addressed a public meeting in Chenari in Sasaram
parliamentary constituency. Eight parliamentary constituencies of the state
will go to polls in the last phase on 1st of next month.

In Uttar Pradesh, Senior BJP leader Amit Shah had a hectic election
schedule including four rallies and a road show. He addressed the first rally
in MaharajganjWhere he claimed that BJP will get more than 300 seats in
just five phase of elections and sixth and seventh phase will give the party
more than 400 seats. He also addressed rallies in Balia and Roberstgan;.
Later, he will hold a road show in Ghazipur. Uttar Pradesh Chief Minister,
Yogi Adityanath addressed a rally in Kushinagar and said that only BIP is
capable in safeguarding the borders of the country. He will campaign in
Deoriya and Gorakhpur districts also.

On the other hand Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav addressed
a rally in Robertsganj. He is also campaigning in Dudhi Assembly
Constituency where by polls will be held in the final phase of elections.
Senior Congress leader Rahul Gandhi addressed election rallies in Ludhiana
and Patiala in Punjab today.
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BJP President J P Nadda charged that the 'INDI Alliance' is nothing
but an alliance of corrupt leaders as all its leaders and allied parties are
corrupt and involved in various scams. Addressing election meeting at
Sarath in Dumka Shri Nadda said that several prominent INDI Alliance
leaders, including Rahul Gandhi, Sonia Gandhi, P. Chidambaram, Karti
Chidambaram, Arvind Kejriwal and Lalu Yadav are out on bail, while others
like Manish Sisodia, Satyendra Jain, Azam Khan, TMC and DMK leaders are
currently in jail. Half of the INDI leaders are in jail, while the other half are
out on bail.

Mr. Nadda said Jharkhand is in grip of mafia and money of poor
people is looted and they are deprived from government welfare schemes.
He exhorted people to vote BIP to speed up ongoing development work.

Mr. Nadda charged that the Congress wants to give reservation on
the basis of religion. BJP President said BR Ambedkar had advocated



reservation on the basis of geographical and social conditions of a place
and not on religious lines.

The Lok Sabha elections for three seats in Dumka Rajmahal and
Godda in Jharkhand are scheduled to take place on 1st June in the
seventh and final phase.
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Senior BJP leader and Union Minister, Rajnath Singh today said after
10 years Congress party will be extinct from India as its countdown has
begun. Addressing a public meeting in Bikramganj in Karakat parliamentary
segment Mr. Singh said Congress ruled this country on its own for more
than 52 years but failed to develop India. He said after several defeats in
previous elections the Congress is disappearing and it will go extinct like
dinosaurs. The senior BJP leader said RID will also go to oblivion like its
symbol of lantern. Mr. Singh said it is Prime Minister Narendra Modi who
has reached this country to new heights in all fronts. He said the facet of
welfare initiatives taken in NDA-2 government will be broadened in NDA-3
like all elderly people of 70 years and above will get the benefit of
Ayushman Bharat scheme irrespective of their class, creed and family
background.
