JAMMU-HEATWAVE

In Jammu and Kashmir, the mercury continued its upward trend in Jammu
yesterday with the maximum temperature settling at 43 degrees Celsius.
The day’s temperature in Jammu was recorded at 42.8 degrees Celsius
while minimum temperature remained at 24.7 degrees Celsius. The
maximum temperature in the temple city crossed the 40 degree Celsius
mark for the first time this season on May 16. The upward trend in the
temperatures has prompted the local residents to stay indoors during day
time and seek early summer vacation in the schools of their wards. The
prevailing heat wave conditions also intensified power and water woes in
many parts of the region.

Meanwhile, in view of the prevailing weather forecast and the observation
of sustained high temperatures, the MeT department issued an advisory
and urged people to take necessary measures. The weathermen advised
the people to stay hydrated, carry drinking water, use oral rehydration

solution and fruit juice, stay covered and stay indoors as much as possible.

TELANGANA-MLC POLLING

In Telangana, about 68.65 per cent turnout was recorded in the by-
election to the Telangana Legislative Council from the Warangal-
Khammam-Nalgonda graduates' constituency yesterday and polling boxes

have reached the strong room. The poll authorities informed that 68.65 per



cent of the 4 lakh 63 thousand 839 graduate electors cast their votes when
the polling came to an end at 4 p.m yesterday. However, those standing in
queues by that time were allowed to cast their votes. No untoward incident
was reported from anywhere. The polling was held at 605 polling stations
in 34 Assembly constituencies spread over 12 districts.

A total of 52 candidates were in the fray for the by-election but the
main contest was among Ch Naven of the ruling Congress and Rakesh
Reddy of the BRS and remender Reddy of the BJP. The CPI, CPI-M and
Telangana Jana Samithi supported the Congress candidate. The vacancy
arose after sitting member Palla Rajeshwar Reddy of the BRS resigned
following his election to the Assembly from the Jangaon constituency
during last year’s elections.

The preferential voting on ballot papers was used in this bye-election.
Counting of votes will begin on 5th of next month which is likely to

continue for over two days.

IMD-WEATHER

The Deep Depression, remnant of Cyclonic Storm Remal over Bangladesh moved east-
northeastwards with a speed of 15 kilometer per hour and lay centered over
Bangladesh during last night. The India Meteorological Department, IMD said that the
system is likely to move east-northeastwards, and gradually weaken into a Depression
today. Owing to the conditions, heavy to very heavy rainfall is likely over eastern
districts of Sub-Himalayan West Bengal today. Similar conditions are likely over
Northeast India as well for which IMD has issued a red alert. Heavy rainfall is very likely
over Kerala, Lakshadweep and Mahe till Friday. Meanwhile, IMD has informed that
conditions are favourable for onset of monsoon over Kerala and North-Eastern stays in

next five days. Monsoon has already advanced over South, East, West Central and



North East Bay of Bengal along with some parts of Arabian Sea. The Weather
department has forecast above normal rainfall over the country as a whole during the
monsoon season this year.

The JMM had won
their lone Sahibganj seat in 2019 Lok Sabha elections.

Prime Minister will address two rallies in Barasat and Jadavpur Lok Sabha
constituencies in West Bengal today. Mr. Modi will also hold a road show in Kolkata this
evening. The road show will start from ShyamBazar Five Point Crossing and end at the
ancestral house of Swami Vivekananda.

In Bihar, Leaders of NDA and Grand Alliance and other parties are leaving no
stone unturned to ensure victory of their candidates.
