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SIMRAN SHARMA

India's Simran Sharma has won Gold medal in World Para Athletics Championships in
Kobe, Japan. Simran clinched the gold in the women's 200m T12 event, achieving a
personal best time of 24.95 seconds on the competition's final day yesterday. India
concluded their World Para Athletics Championships journey with remarkable
achievements, securing a total of 17 medals, including six golds, propelling them to the
sixth position in the standings. Delhi's sprinter Simran Sharma elevated India's medal
tally by claiming the country's sixth gold yesterday. Her remarkable performance saw
her improve upon her previous personal best of 25.16 seconds, securing the gold

medal.

DELHI FIRE

As many as six newborns were killed and several others were injured in a massive fire
that broke out at a children's hospital in Delhi's Vivek Vihar area yesterday. At least 12
newborn babies were rescued from the fire incident. Preently, one infant is in the ICU
and five others have been admitted to a hospital. Delhi Fire Services said, it received a
call regarding the incident at around 11.30 PM and sixteen fire tenders were

immediately rushed to the spot. The cause of the fire incident is yet to be ascertained.

PREZ VP-DELHI FIRE

President Droupadi Murmu has said that the news of death of many children due to a
fire in a hospital in Vivek Vihar, Delhi is heart-wrenching. In a social media post, She
said, may God give strength to the bereaved parents and relatives to bear this shock.
The President prayed for speedy recovery of other children injured in this incident. Vice
President Jagdeep Dhankhar said, he is extremely distressed by the loss of
lives of newborn children at a hospital in New Delhi today. He expressed



condolences to the bereaved family members in this hour of grief. He hoped

that the injured will recover soon.

REV REMAL-UPDATE

India Meteorological Department IMD has said that Cyclonic Storm Remal over North
Bay of Bengal has been intensified to Severe Cyclonic Storm about 270 kilometres
South South-East of Sagar Islandsin West Bengal. IMD said, it will move northwards,
intensify further and cross Bangladesh and adjecent West Bengal coasts by midnight
today as Severe Cyclonic Storm with maximum wind speed of 110 to 120 kilometres per

hour.

PM-RALLIES

Campaigning for the last phase of elections is in full swing in Uttar Pradesh. Today
Senior BIP Leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be conducting three rallies in
Uttar Pradesh starting 11 am. The rallies will be held at Mirzapur, Ghosi and Basgaon.
While Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh Yogi Aadiyanath will be conducting rallies in
Mirzapur, Chandauli, Gazipur and Gorakhpur. Last phase of polling will take place on 1st
June for 13 seats in Uttar Pradesh. Prime Minister Modi's own seat Varanasi is also
included in this phase. Apart from Varanasi, Maharajganj, Gorakhpur, Kushinagar,
Deoria, Bansgaon, Ghosi, Salempur, Ballia, Ghazipur, Chandauli Mirzapur and

Robertsganj seats are included for the last phase of polling in Uttar Pradesh.

MORN. LS POLL UPDATE

A voter turnout of 61.76 per cent has been recorded in the sixth phase of
ongoing Lok Sabha elections for which polling was held yesterday. The polling
in all 58 Parliamentary Constituencies spread over six States and two Union Territories
remained peaceful. In this phase polling was held on 14 seats in Uttar Pradesh, all ten
seats in Haryana, eight seats each in Bihar and West Bengal, all seven seats in Delhi,
six in Odisha, four in Jharkhand and one Parliamentary Constituency in Jammu and

Kashmir. Anantnag-Rajouri Parliamentary Constituency in Jammu and Kashmir has



recorded over 54 per cent voting which is the highest turnout in the last 35 years.
Bihar recorded a voter turnout of over 55 per cent, Haryana over 62 per
cent, Jharkhand around 64 per cent and Delhi around 58 per cent. In
Odisha, a voter turnout of around 71 per cent was recorded while Uttar
Pradesh registered a voting percentage over 54 per cent and in West Bengal
over 80 per cent. A total of 889 candidates were in the fray in this phase. The
prominent candidates whose fate was sealed in EVMs include, senior BJP leaders
Dharmendra Pradhan, Maneka Gandhi, Manohar Lal Khattar and Manoj Tiwari and
Congress leaders Deepender Singh Hooda, Kumari Selja, Raj Babbar and Kanhaiya
Kumar. Samajwadi Party leader Dharmendra Yadav and PDP chief Mehbooba Mufti were
also in the fray. Simultaneously, polling was also held today for 42 seats of
Odisha Assembly in the third phase in which around 71 per cent polling was
recorded. In spite of hot weather in certain parts of the country, voters were
undeterred in their enthusiasm as they were seen queuing up patiently to cast their
votes across the country. Our correspondent reports that with the conclusion of phase
six , polling for the Lok Sabha elections is now completed in 486 Parliamentary
Constituencies in 28 States and UTs. The polling also completed for Assembly elections
of Arunachal Pradesh, Sikkim, Andhra Pradesh and 105 assembly seats of Odisha. The
next and last phase of the ongoing Lok Sabha elections is scheduled on 1st of next
month in 57 Parliamentary Constituencies. The counting for all the phases will take

place on 4th of June.

BIHAR-CAMPAIGNING

In Bihar, campaigning for the seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections has been
intensified with leaders of NDA and Grand Alliance and other parties holding back-to-
back multiple rallies. Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister Amit Shah will address
two public meetings today in support of the NDA candidates. Mr. Shah will address
election rallies in Karakat and Sasaram parliamentary constituencies. BJP President JP
Nadda is also scheduled to address public meetings in Jehanabad, Arrah and Nalanda
Lok Sabha constituencies today. JD(U) president and Chief Minister Nitish Kumar, LIP



Ramvilas Chief Chirag Paswan and other NDA leaders will also address election rallies in
support of party candidates. Leaders of the Grand Alliance from RID, Congress and Left
Parties will also hit the campaigning trail today. RID leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav and
Vikas Sheel Insaan Party Chief Mukesh Sahni will hold public meetings in Buxar,
Nalanda, Arrah and Pataliputra constituencies in support of RID, and CPI-ML

candidates.

Few players, including star batter Virat Kohli, who are part of the IPL
teams which reached the playoffs, are yet to leave for the T20 showpiece.Thus, players
like Yashasvi Jaiswal, Sanju Samson and Yuzvendra Chahal have not joined the team
yet.The T20 World Cup will be jointly hosted by the USA and the West Indies from June
2 to June 29.The Indian cricket team will begin its campaign against Ireland on June 5
at the newly constructed Nassau County International Cricket Stadium in New York.
India will face Pakistan on June 9, followed by matches against co-hosts USA (June 12)
and Canada (June 15) in their Group A matches. India had won the inaugural edition
way back in 2007 in South Africa.
