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TRILATERAL SUMMIT (DETAILS FOR WEBSITE)

Leaders of China, Japan, and South Korea will meet for their ninth trilateral summit in
Seoul today. This is the first summit being held in four years between the Nations. The
meeting comes a day after the leaders met separately for bilateral talks with each other
on Sunday. According to Seoul officials, the leaders are expected to release a joint
statement on six areas including the economy and trade, science and technology,
people-to-people exchanges and health and the aging population. Meanwhile, Japan
said North Korea has given notice that it plans to launch a rocket to deploy a satellite.
The last trilateral leaders meeting was held in December 2019. Since then, it was put
on hold due to the COVID-19 pandemic and other factors. The three Asian nations
together represent about 25 per cent of global gross domestic product, and they are
closely linked to one another economically and culturally. But their relations have
suffered on-again, off-again setbacks owing to issues stemming from Japan's wartime

aggression.

DEEPA KARMAKAR GOLD

Dipa Karmakar scripted history yesterday clinching India's first-ever gold medal at the
Asian Championships in Tashkent, Uzbekistan. The 30-year-old Olympian
registered an average score of 13.566 in the women's Vault final.This is the
first time that an Indian gymnast has won a gold medal in any event at the Asian
Championships.

Dipa's already outstanding list of firsts for Indian gymnastics is enhanced by the vault
gold. She is the first female gymnast from India to compete in the Olympics, and at Rio
2016, she put on the best performance of any gymnast competing in the Summer
Games, placing fourth in the women's vault. She also became the first Indian to ever
win a gold medal at an international gymnastics competition when she won the

women's vault gold medal at the 2018 FIG World Cup in Mersin, Turkey.

They are accused of
making changes in the minor's blood sample report who had rashly drove his
unregistered car in a drunken state and killed two young engineers. The minor's blood
samples were sent to Sassoon Hospital for testing and the police have charged the

doctors of manipulating the blood report.

TELANGANA-MLC ELECTION

Amidst elaborate arrangements, the polling in the Bye-election to the Telangana
Legislative Council from the Graduates constituency of Warangal-Nalgonda-Khammam
has just begun. Over 4 lakh 63 thousand graduates are eligible to cast their votes at
605 polling stations in this constituency spread over 34 assembly segments in the
undivided districts of Warangal, Khammam and Nalgonda, presently covering 12
districts of the State. The polling will continue till 4 PM. The by-poll was necessitated

after P Rajeshwar Reddy of BRS resigned following his election to the Assembly from



the Jangaon constituency in the Last year’s Assembly elections.

Though there are 52 candidates in the fray, the main contest is among BJP, BRS
and Congress candidates. All Major political parties took the by-election prestigious and
held high pitched campaign to woo the electors, especially unemployed youth.

DAY REMAL

Kolkata has received 15 cm rainfall due to Severe Cyclonic Storm Remal. The rain
continues in the city. In some areas, trees have been uprooted, and in Baranagar, a
factory chimney has fallen onto the road, damaging many vehicles. Due to
waterlogging on the tracks between Esplanade and Park Street Metro stations,
operations of Metro Rail service in Kolkata are affected. Additionally, 40 trees have been
uprooted on the Hasnabad Lebukhali road in the North 24 Parganas district. Gusting
winds, albeit with reduced intensity, continue to affect coastal areas in both South and
North 24 Parganas districts. Meanwhile, local train services in Sealdah have resumed,
and flights to and from Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose International Airport in Kolkata

have been restored.
