Today marked the final day of campaigning for the sixth phase of the
Lok Sabha elections, with 58 seats set to go to polls on Saturday.
Akashvani witnessed fierce electioneering as parties across the political
spectrum made promises, attacked their opponents, and held numerous
rallies to woo voters.

In Haryana, where all seats will go to polls on Saturday, an especially
intense political battle unfolded. Top leaders of the primary rivals, BJP and
Congress, went all out in the last leg to garner more support. The
competition in Haryana is particularly intense this time around, with the
BJP trying to retain all seats and Congress hopeful of a comeback. The
Bhiwani-Mahendragarh seat became the focal point as both Prime Minister
and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi and senior Congress leader Rahul
Gandhi held rallies there within a span of just 24 hours.

It is believed that there will be a tight race between Dharambir
Singh, a two-time BIP Member of Parfiament, and Rao Dan Singh of the
Congress. Dharambir Singh, seeking re-election, previously won about 64
per cent of the vote, defeating his Congress rival by a massive margin of
over 444,000 votes.

A significant campaigning point was the welfare of army personnel, a
matter close to the youth due to the high number of army aspirants.
Former Congress President Rahul Gandhi accused the BJP of insulting the
Indian army with its Agniveer scheme. In contrast, Prime Minister Modi
attacked the Congress, saying the party never cared for One Rank One
Pension (OROP).

As the curtains fall on this phase of campaigning, all eyes are on the

voters, who will decide the fate of the candidates on Saturaay.
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
