Supreme Court today rejected Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal's plea for 7 day
extension of his interim bail, by which he was to go back to Tihar Jail on June 2.
Refusing to accept Kejriwal's application, Supreme Court registry said since he has been
given liberty to move trial court for regular bail, the plea is not maintainable. Delhi Chief
Minister had got interim bail from Justices Sanjiv Khanna and Dipankar Datta on May 10
and was asked to surrender to Tihar jail on June 2. The bench had on May 17 reserved
verdict on Kejriwal's challenge to the validity of his arrest by ED in a PMLA case linked
to Delhi liquor scam. Refusing to accept application, the apex court said that since the
verdict is already reserved on challenge to arrest, Kejriwal’s plea for extension of
interim bail has no relation to main petition.

CABINET SECY-APPOINTMENT

IAS Pradip Kumar Tripathi has been appointed as Secretary to Lokpal till 30th of next
month. The Appointment Committee of the Cabinet has also approved the appointment
of IAS Rakesh Ranjan as Chairman of Staff Selection Commission (SSC).

IAS Amit Yadav of 1991 batch has been appointed as Officer on Special Duty in the
department of Social Justice and Empowerment department. He will take over as
Secretary after superannuation of incumbent secretary Saurabh Garg on 31st of July.

As per order, IAS Raj Kumar Goyal of 1990 batch has been transferred as Secretary of
the department of Justice in the Ministry of Law and Justice from Secretary of
Department of Border Management in the Ministry of Home Affairs. The committee
approved the appointment of IAS Rajendra Kumar of 1992 batch as Secretary in the
Department of Border Management

REV. EC-VOTERS

Women voters have outnumbered men by 3 per cent in the sixth phase of the Lok
Sabha elections. This was disclosed by the Election Commission yesterday. The poll
panel released the absolute number of voters who voted in the sixth phase of Lok
Sabha polls which was held on Saturday. According to the report, 64.95% of eligible
female voters exercised their franchise, compared to 61.95% of eligible male voters.
Moreover, the turnout among the third gender recorded at 18.67%, indicating a diverse
engagement in the electoral process. Women's participation was higher than men in
Bihar, Jharkhand, Ladakh, Odisha and Uttar Pradesh. Notably, West Bengal emerged



with the highest turnout at 81.62%, showcasing robust electoral enthusiasm among its
populace. On the other hand, Bihar reported a turnout of 51.95%, marking a relatively
lower engagement compared to other regions. As many as 58 seats in eight states went
to polls in the sixth phase on May 25.

TELANGANA-CHILD SELLING RACKET

In Telangana, an inter-state child selling racket has been busted with the arrest of 11
persons. They used to sell the infants in Telangana and Andhra Pradesh for a price
ranging between 1.80 lakh rupees and 5.50 lakh rupees. The police informed that as
many as 13 babies have been rescued. The Rachakonda Police acted based on
information that a racket was being run wherein infants brought in from different places
including Delhi and Pune were being sold in Telangana and in the neighbouring Andhra
Pradesh to childless couples.

Rachakonda Police Commissioner Tarun Joshi informed that their teams arrested three
persons on May 22nd, on a specific input and based on their confession, eight others
were apprehended. He said during investigation, it was revealed the culprits got the
babies from three people in Delhi and Pune and they are now absconding.

The arrested persons, who acted like agents and sub-agents, have said that nearly 50
babies were supplied to them by the absconding accused.

IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that heat wave to severe heat
wave conditions prevailing over Northwest and Central India are likely to reduce
gradually from tomorrow. These conditions are very likely to prevail in Jammu,
Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Bihar and Odisha till tomorrow. No significant change in
maximum temperatures is predicted over Northwest and Central India for today. The
temperature prevailing over these regions are expected to fall by 2-3 degree Celsius in
the next few days. The weather department also forecast that conditions continue to
become favourable for the onset of Southwest Monsoon over Kerala and for advance
over some parts of Northeastern states in the next 2-3 days. The IMD further said,
Northwest India is expected to witness isolated to scattered light rainfall accompanied
by thunderstorm and lightning till 2nd of next month as the fresh Western Disturbances
are likely to affect this region tomorrow. As the cyclonic storm Remal weakened into
low pressure area over northeast Assam and neighbourhood, heavy rainfall occurred



over parts of Assam, Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland, Mizoram, Manipur and
Tripura, and light rainfall in nearby areas yesterday.

SBI- GDP GROWTH

The State Bank of India (SBI) yesterday released a report anticipating India's GDP
growth 7.4% in the fourth quarter of the financial year 2023-24, while the overall
growth could touch 8%. The report released by the SBI's Economic Research
department highlights the potential impact of global economic resilience on India's
growth trajectory. The report identifies a consistent growth trend across both urban
and rural sectors in India. Urban economic momentum is indicated by strong
performance in passenger vehicle sales, airport passenger traffic, GST collections, credit
card transactions, petroleum consumption, and toll collection. On the other hand, Rural
economic indicators also show a positive trend, with diesel consumption and two-
wheeler sales increasing.

UN AWARD- MAJ. RADHIKA SEN

Indian Army Major Radhika Sen has been selected to receive the 2023 Military Gender
Advocate of the Year Award. The award recognises her advocacy for women and girls
while serving as a peacekeeper. Congratulating her, UN Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres called her a true leader and role model. Her service was a true credit to the
United Nations as a whole, he said. The Spokesperson for Guterres, Stephane Dujarric
said that Guterres will present Sen with the Award on Thursday, which is observed as
the International Day of UN Peacekeepers. The award recognises the efforts of a
military peacekeeper in promoting the principles of the 2000 Security Council resolution,
that calls for protecting women and girls from conflict-related sexual violence and sets
gender-related responsibilities for the UN.

EAM-UN PEACEKEEPERS

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has conveyed his wishes on the International
Day of United Nations Peacekeepers today. In a social media post, Dr Jaishankar
extended his salute to the valour of brave men and women who dedicate themselves to
maintaining peace and security in regions affected by conflict. He also paid tribute to
those who have made the supreme sacrifice in carrying out the cause of UN
Peacekeeping.



Lok Sabha elections

Campaigning for the seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections reaches its last leg.
Voting in this phase will be held for 57 Parliamentary Constituencies across seven states
and a Union Territory on the 1st of June. A total of 904 candidates are in the fray in this
phase.

In Odisha, Prime Minister and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi is set to address three
election rallies in the state today. He is scheduled to address his first public meeting at
Baripada under Mayurbhanj parliamentary constituency, followed by a public meeting at
Remuna under Balasore parliamentary constituency. His last public meeting will be held
at Barua in Kendrapara Lok Sabha constituency. Congress president Mallikarjun Kharge
is also scheduled to campaign today in Odisha.

In Bihar,Senior BIP leader and Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will hold three election
rallies in Arrah, Buxar and Patna Sahib Lok Sabha constituencies. BIP state president
and Deputy Chief Minister Samrat Choudhary will also address public meetings in
Jehanabad, Karakat, Nalanda, Sasaram and Pataliputra Lok Sabha constituencies. RID
chief Lalu Prasad will campaign in different parts of Pataliputra parliamentary
constituency in support of her daughter and the RID candidate. RID leader Tejashwi
Prasad Yadav will hold public meetings in Sasaram, Karakat Buxar and Pataliputra
parliamentary constituencies.

In Uttar Pradesh, Union Home Minister and Senior BIP leader Amit Shah will address
4 rallies. Today, he will be in Maharajganj, Deoriya, Ballia Sonbhadra and Ghazipur.
Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh Yogi Adityanath will campaign in Kushinagar, Deoriya
and Gorakhpur. On the other hand Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav will campaign
for Party candidate in Dudhi assembly constituency where by-polls will be held in the
final phase of elections. He will later address rallies in Robertsganj and Mirzapur
Loksabha constituencies also. Dimple Yadav, wife of Akhilesh Yadav will hold a road
show in Kushinagar today.

REV. FRENCH OPEN — DJOKOVIC

Serbian tennis star Novak Djokovic advanced to the second round of French
Open with straight-sets victory in Paris last night. He began his French Open
title defence with a solid win over Pierre-Hugues Herbert his opening-round match. 37-
year-old Djokovic will face Spaniard Roberto Carballes Baena in the second round.
Djokovic is aiming to become the first player in tennis history to claim 25 Grand Slam
singles titles at Roland Garros, where he has lifted the trophy three times before.
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
