REV. LS ELECTION- SEVENTH PHASE

The polling stage for Lok Sabha elections is reaching its completion
as the seventh and final phase of the elections begins tomorrow in 57 Lok
Sabha constituencies accross eight states and union territories. In this
phase, 13 Lok Sabha seats in Uttar Pradesh, 13 seats in Punjab, nine seats
in West Bengal, eight seats in Bihar, six seats in Odisha, four seats in
Himachal Pradesh, three seats in Jharkhand, and one Parliamentary
Constituency in Chandigarh will go to polls. The voting will begin at 7 AM.

Political fate of prominent leaders including Prime Minister
and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi, and Union Minister and BJP
leader Anurag Thakur and Congress leader Vikramaditya Singh as
well as TMC leader Abhishek Banerjee will be sealed in the EVMs.

Elaborate arrangements have been made by the Election Commission
to ensure smooth and transparent voting in these areas. Basic facilities
ranging from shade, drinking water, ramps, toilets, wheelchairs to
electricity will be in place to ensure that every voter, including elderly and
persons with disabilities, can cast their vote with ease. State Chief Electoral
Officers, District Election Officers and State machineries have been advised
to take adequate measures to manage hot weather conditions. Security
has also been beefed up in the polling areas to avoid any untoward
incident and ensure free, and fair polls.

J&K-BUS ACCIDENT

In Jammu and Kashmir, the death toll following yesterday's accident



has mounted to twenty two . The mishap occurred when an over- loaded
bus, carrying pilgrims hailing from Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan to Shiv
Khori in Reasi district, rolled down into a deep gorge in Akhnoor area of
Jammu district 69 others injured following the accident , Immediately after
the accident, residents of the area, Akhnoor, Police and Army from the
nearby Tanda Unit rushed to the spot and launched rescue operation. All
the injured were shifted to Sub District Hospital Akhnoor from where the
critically injured were referred to GMC Hospital, Jammu. In the meantime
,District Magistrate Jammu, has ordered a Magisterial inquiry to
investigate the cause of accident.

President Droupadi Murmu and Prime Minister Narendra Modi expressed
condolences to the families of deceased . President Droupadi Murmu said
that pained beyond words to learn about the loss of lives in the bus
accident . She further wished for the speedy recovery of the injured. . In
a social media post, Prime Minister has expressed grief over the loss of
lives due to the bus accident. He further said, two lakh rupees would be
given to the next of kin of each deceased and the injured would be given .
50,000 rupees .

DELHI-COURT

A Delhi court sent owner of the Baby Care New Born Hospital, where
seven children were recently killed in a massive fire, and a co-accused, to
14-day judicial custody. Hospital owner Dr. Naveen Khichi was
arrested in the wake of the tragedy at the private hospital, along with an
employee, who was on duty at that time. The employee was also sent to
judicial custody for the same period. Naveen Khichi, meanwhile, has moved
a bail plea which will come up for hearing on 3rd June.

Police probe into the hospital fire has revealed that the license issued
to the hospital by the Delhi Government Health Services (DGHS) had
expired on 31st March. The probe also revealed that the doctors at the
hospitals were not qualified to treat newborn babies, who needed neonatal
intensive care, as these doctors were only BAMS degree holders.

The police said, in the hospital, there were 12 newborn babies



admitted and one was already dead before the fire incident. All the

newborn babies were rescued from the hospital with the help of other

people and shifted to East Delhi Advance NICU Hospital for treatment.
Delhi Fire Services chief Atul Garg said that seven children were

declared dead at the hospital while five newly born babies are undergoing

treatment.

RML - HEATWAVE

Keeping view of the on-going severe heatwave conditions in the
national capital, a special red zone has been designated at the Ram
Manohar Lohiya Hospital (RML) for heatstroke patients in Delhi. Talking to
media, RML Head of Emergency Medicine, Dr. Seema Balkrishna Wasnik
said that the red zone contains inflatable tubs filled with ice and water to
help bring down the patient’s temperature as soon as possible. She added
the patients under critical conditions are intubated and put on a ventilator
for immediate treatment. Dr Wasnik noted that swift treatment to
heatstroke is vital as it brings down chances of mortality.

The Delhi Government has also decided to reserve two beds for
patients suffering from heatstroke in each of the 26 city Government
hospitals. Additionally, five beds have also been reserved at the Lok Nayak
Jai Prakash Hospital.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) had reported record
temperature in the national capital, most notably in Mungeshpur where the
maximum temperature was registered at 49 degrees Celsius.

BIHAR HEAT STROKE DEATH

In Bihar, 29 people have died and more than 200 fell ill due to heat
stroke. Officials sources said the deaths have occurred in the last 24 hours.



Maximum 12 deaths occurred in Aurangabad district where mercury has
soared to above 48 degree Celsius. Six deaths have been reported in
Bhojpur district whereas four each in Rohtas and Jehanabad. One each
casualty reported from Buxar, Arwal and Nalanda districts where one
polling staff and two homeguard jawans in deputed in election duty
succumbed to death due to heat stroke. In Jehanabad four teachers were
declared brought dead at a hospital after losing consciousness due to heat
stroke. On thursday maximum temperature was recorded around 47
degrees Celsius in several districts. Several parts of the state including
Aurangabad, Rohtas, Kaimur, Gaya, Jehanabad, Sheikhpura, Patna,
Nawada and nearby areas are reeling under intense heatwave conditions.
The state government has closed all schools, Anganwadi kendra and
coaching institutions till 8th June in view of prevailing intense heatwave
conditions. But no relaxation has been given to teachers of the schools and
they have been asked to attend the duty. Several teachers fell ill and
fainted in schools due heat stroke. The teachers organisations have
opposed opening of schools for them in such a harsh weather conditions.
The Met department has predicted intense heatwave conditions for South
Western and South Central regions of the state for next 24 hours. In past
48 hours Northern and Eastern parts of the state have received pre
monsoon showers giving much needed reprieve from scorching heat.

IMD - HEATWAVE

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that severe heat
wave conditions over Northwest and Central India will start to reduce
gradually from today. These regions include parts of Punjab, Haryana,
Chandigarh, Delhi, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Bihar, Jharkhand and Odisha.
A gradual fall in maximum temperatures by 2 to 4 degrees Celsius is
expected over Northwest and Central India during next 4 days. Though,
Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha and Uttarakhand will continue to face heat
wave conditions today.

Meanwhile, the IMD has also forecast that Southwest Monsoon has
advanced over Kerala and most parts of Northeast India. The weather
agency said that widespread to moderate rainfall, thunderstorm, lightning
and gusty winds will descend over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya,
Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, and Sikkim during next 6 days.
Similar conditions will be prevalent over Bihar, Jharkhand, West Bengal,
Odisha, Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra during next 3
days. In South India, the IMD has predicted these conditions to be present
over Kerala, Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Andhra Pradesh,
Telangana, Lakshadweep and Andaman and Nicobar Islands during the
next 6 days.
