THIRD PHASE, POLLING
A voter turnout of 64.58 per cent was recorded in the third phase of Lok

conclusion of the third phase, polling is now over in 20 States and Union
Territories and 283 Parliamentary Constituencies for General Elections
2024. A total of 1331 candidates were in the electoral fray in this Phase.
Polling was held smoothly and peacefully in all States and Union Territories
across the three phases which covered the entire North eastern part of the
country, Left Wing Extremism affected and the vulnerable areas in
Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra and Madhya Pradesh.

CULEX MOSQUITOES- KERALA

The Kerala government has instructed all districts to remain vigilant
following reported cases of West Nile fever in three districts of the state.

A UK court has rejected the bail plea of fugitive businessman Nirav
Modi, saying he continued to pose a substantial risk of absconding justice.
Nirav Modi, who has been in prison in London for over five years, had
made a new bail application yesterday. Declared a fugitive economic
offender in December 2019, Nirav Modi and his uncle Mehul Choksi are
accused of committing a 14,000 crore rupees scam by obtaining credit
facilities fraudulently from the Punjab National Bank and are wanted in
India.

REV. IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued an orange
alert for moderate rain and thunderstorm with lightning and gusty winds
over Eastern India today. The IMD said, heatwave prevailing over eastern
and south peninsular regions of the country will abate gradually. As the
region is expected to witness a wet spell accompanied by thunderstorms
for the next few days. A fresh spell of heatwave is also expected over
Rajasthan and west Madhya Pradesh for the next two days.

The weather department also predicted isolated heavy rainfall over
Coastal Andhra Pradesh, Yanam, Rayalaseema, Telangana, Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala, Mahe and South Interior Karnataka till 10" of
this month. Scattered to fairly widespread light rainfall accompanied by
isolated thunderstorm, lightning and winds gusting up to 40 kilometres per
hour expected over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland,
Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura for the next 7 days.

On hot and humid weather, the IMD said, these conditions are very
likely to prevail over Gujarat for the next 5 days and over Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry, Karaikal, Kerala, Mahe and Coastal Karnataka till today. The



IMD said no significant change is likely in maximum temperatures over
most parts of the Northwest India except West Rajasthan, where the
temperature will rise by 2-3 degrees Celsius during the next 3 days. The
maximum temperatures are likely to fall by about 3-5 degrees Celsius over
East India during the next three days, with no significant change
thereafter. Meanwhile in Delhi, the IMD forecasts a partly cloudy sky for
today. The maximum temperature in the national capital is expected to
hover around 41 degrees Celsius.
