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POLLING
Polling is going on for the fourth phase of Lok Sabha elections. Voting is
taking place for 96 Lok Sabha seats spread over nine states and one Union
Territory. These include 25 seats in Andhra Pradesh, 17 in Telangana, 13 in
Uttar Pradesh, 11 in Maharashtra, eight seats each in Madhya Pradesh and
West Bengal, 5 in Bihar, four seats each in Jharkhand and Odisha and one
seat in Jammu and Kashmir.

The voting, which began at 7 AM, will end at 6 this evening. Election
Commission said, polling time in certain assembly segments of 17
Parliamentary Constituencies of Telangana has been increased to enhance



voter participation.

Over 17.70 crore voters, including 8.97 crore Male and 8.73 crore
Female voters, are eligible to cast their votes in this phase. A total of one
thousand 717 candidates are in the fray for the fourth phase. The fates of
several prominent candidates will be sealed in the EVMs in this phase.
Union Ministers and BJP leaders Giriraj Singh, Arjun Munda, G Kishan
Reddy, Ajay Kumar Mishra, JDU's Rajiv Ranjan Singh, Akhilesh Yadav of
Samajwadi party, Congress leader Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury, TMC's Mahua
Moitra and Shatrughan Sinha, and Asaduddin Owaisi of AIMIM are among
the prominent candidates in this fray.

AP POLLING:

In Andhra Pradesh, voting is taking place simultaneously for Lok Sabha and
Assembly elections. Polling is underway for all 175 assembly constituencies
and 25 Lok Sabha seats of the state. As many as 454 candidates are in the
fray for Lok Sabha and 2,387 for Assembly polls. Over 4 crore voters are
eligible to cast their ballots.

EARTHQUAKE-MEXICO

A strong earthquake shook the border between Mexico and
Guatemala yesterday, prompting frightened residents to flee into the
streets. The tremor occurred shortly before 6 a.m. local time close to the
Mexican border town of Suchiate, where a river by the same name divides
the two countries. The epicenter was situated just off the Pacific coast,
approximately 16 kilometers west-southwest of Brisas Barra de Suchiate,
where the river meets the sea. According to the U.S. Geological Survey, the
earthquake had a preliminary magnitude of 6.4 and a depth of 75
kilometers. In Mexico, there were no immediate reports of damage, but
more mountainous and remote parts of the border are prone to landslides.
Across the border Guatemala’s national disaster prevention agency shared
photos of small landslides onto highways in the Quetzaltenango region and
large cracks in walls in a hospital in San Marcos on its social media
accounts, but there were no reports of deaths.
