In Cricket, Kolkata Knight Riders (KKR) lifted their third trophy in the Indian
Premier League (IPL) with a crushing eight-wicket win over Sunrisers Hyderabad (SRH)
in a completely one-sided final yesterday. Having lost the toss, KKR produced a clinical
effort with the ball to dismiss SRH for 113, the lowest ever total in an IPL title clash.

KKR chased down the target of 114 with as many as 57 balls to spare. For KKR,

Gurbaz who scored 39 runs. Earlier, SRH were all out for 113 runs in 18.3 overs. For

Govt Issues Directions To Telecom Service Providers For Blocking Incoming International

Spoofed Calls

The government has issued directions to Telecom Service Providers (TSPs) for blocking
incoming international spoofed calls. In a statement, the Ministry of Communications informed
that fraudsters are making international spoofed calls displaying Indian mobile numbers to Indian
citizens and committing cyber-crime and financial frauds. These calls appear to be originating
within India but being made by the cyber-criminals from abroad by manipulating the calling line
identity. The ministry said that these calls have been misused in recent cases of fake digital
arrests, Fed Ex scams, drugs/narcotics in courier, impersonation as government and police
officials, disconnections of mobiles numbers by DoTs/TRAI officials, etc.

It noted that together with the Department of Telecommunications, the TSPs have devised a
system to help identify and block incoming international spoofed calls from reaching any Indian
telecom subscriber.

The incoming international spoofed calls with Indian landline numbers are being already blocked
by the TSPs as per the directions issued by DoT. Now directions have been issued to the TSPs

for blocking of such incoming international spoofed calls, the Ministry said.

Campaigning

Campaigning continues for seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections. Top Political
leaders are leaving no stone unturned to garner support in their party's favour. Polling
in this phase will be held for 57 Parliamentary Constituencies across seven states and a
Union Territory on 1st of June.

Delhi Lieutenant Governor VK
Saxena and Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal have expressed grief over the killing of
infants in the fire tragedy. Mr. Saxena affirmed that those responsible will be brought to
book.

JAISHANKAR BHARAT RISE

External Affairs Minister S Jaishankar today said that India's reputation has changed
globally and the success of New Delhi's foreign policy is a manifestation of its domestic
policy. He also emphasized that today India is the world's fastest growing economy and
the world wants to open operations and ventures here. Jaishankar was speaking at an
event 'Bharat's Rise in Global Diplomacy' in Benares Club in Varanasi today. Addressing
the event, Jaishankar said, if we look at the major economies, India's growth rate of 7
per cent is the highest in the world. Today the world is interested in India, so many
joint venture proposals come here, so many companies want to start their operations,

and India's trade and exports are rising. There has been a lot of progress in this. The



growth rate has increased and inflation has reduced. Speaking on India's foreign policy,
the Foreign Minister said that India lacked confidence in the past, but has displayed a
confident foreign policy under Prime Minister Narendra Modi's leadership. He added that
while earlier India was reluctant to have relations with countries, today it is working to
keep everyone close. Jaishankar said, today India maintains healthy relations with
several major powers of competing interests, ranging from the US and Russia, to Iran
and Israel and it is part of organisations like the SCO and BRICS. He said India's image
and reputation changed in the world, adding that New Delhi's success in foreign policy
