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ISRAEL- HAMAS

In Gaza, Hamas has informed the mediators that it will not participate in any
negotiation for a ceasefire in the Gaza Strip or a prisoner exchange deal. The decision
was made in response to Israel's latest attack on the southernmost Gazan city of Rafah,
on Sunday night. According to the health authorities in Gaza, at least 45 Palestinians,
including children and women, were killed in the Israeli airstrikes on tents for displaced
people near Rafah city.

Senior Hamas official Osama Hamdan, speaking at a press conference in Beirut today,

emphasized that Israel would receive the hostages, only according to the conditions



presented by them to the mediators. He further added that Hamas's conditions for

reaching a deal, including a permanent ceasefire, remained unchanged.

CHHATTISGARH- EXPLOSION IN EXPLOSIVES

In Chhattisgarh, eight people are missing after the explosion that took place on May 25
in the Special Blast Limited factory located near Pirda village in Bemetara district.
District Collector Ranveer Sharma said that the work of removing debris from the
incident site has been completed under the supervision of the army’s technical team.

On the request of the district administration, a team from Central Ordinance
Depot- C.0.D, Jabalpur had reached the spot yesterday in view of the presence of
explosives and deadly chemicals at the spot. The army team, after taking stock of all
the explosives storage facilities in the factory premises, helped the district
administration in carefully removing the debris and also provided necessary advice to
prevent any untoward incident. Remains of human organs were found from the spot
during debris removal. These remains will be sent for DNA test, which will enable the
deceased to be identified. There was an explosion in this factory, manufacturing
explosives for industrial use, last Saturday. One person was officially killed in this

incident. Meanwhile, six other people have been injured.
