The Prime
Minister said that he is extremely distressed by the incident. He said that his thoughts
are with all those who have lost their loved ones. Mr. Modi also prayed for the speedy
recovery of the injured.



EVE. LS POLL UPDATE

A voter turnout of over 59 per cent was recorded till 8 PM in the sixth phase of ongoing
Lok Sabha elections for which polling was held today. The polling in all 58 Parliamentary
Constituencies spread over six States and two Union Territories remained peaceful. In
this phase polling was held on 14 seats in Uttar Pradesh, all ten seats in Haryana,
eight seats each in Bihar and West Bengal, all seven seats in Delhi, six in Odisha, four
in Jharkhand and one Parliamentary Constituency in Jammu and Kashmir. Anantnag-
Rajouri Parliamentary Constituency in Jammu and Kashmir has recorded over 52 per
cent voting which is the highest turnout in the last 35 years. Bihar recorded a voter
turnout of over 53 per cent, Haryana over 58 per cent, Jharkhand around 63 per cent
and Delhi over 54 per cent. In Odisha, a voter turnout of over 60 per cent was
recorded while Uttar Pradesh registered a voting percentage over 54 per cent and in
West Bengal it remained more than 78 per cent.

A total of 889 candidates were in the fray in this phase. The prominent
candidates whose fate was sealed in EVMs include, senior BJP leaders Dharmendra
Pradhan, Maneka Gandhi, Manohar Lal Khattar and Manoj Tiwari and Congress leaders
Deepender Singh Hooda, Kumari Selja, Raj Babbar and Kanhaiya Kumar. Samajwadi
Party leader Dharmendra Yadav and PDP chief Mehbooba Mufti were also in the fray.

Simultaneously, polling was also held today for 42 seats of Odisha
Assembly in the third phase in which over 60 per cent polling was recorded till 8 PM. In
spite of hot weather in certain parts of the country, voters were undeterred in their
enthusiasm as they were seen queuing up patiently to cast their votes across the
country. Our correspondent reports that with the conclusion of phase six , polling for
the Lok Sabha elections is now completed in 486 Parliamentary Constituencies in 28
States and UTs. The polling also completed for Assembly elections of Arunachal
Pradesh, Sikkim, Andhra Pradesh and 105 assembly seats of Odisha. The next and last
phase of the ongoing Lok Sabha elections is scheduled on 1st of next month in 57
Parliamentary Constituencies. The counting for all the phases will take place on 4th of
June.

RAJKOT-FIRE

In Gujarat, a major fire broke out at the TRP Gamezone in Rajkot city this evening in
which 26 persons are reportedly dead so far. Among them 9 are children. A special
invetigation team (SIT) has been formed to probe into this incident. Rajkot Police
Commissioner Raju Bhargava informed that all Gamezones in Rajkot have been ordered
to close. Since the bodies were severely burnt, DNA proceedings will be conducted. He



said that complaint will be registered, and action will be taken against responsible.
Meanwhile, Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel announced Rs. 4 lakh relief to families of
victims in addition to Rs. 50,000 assistance to those injured. He also announced to form
a Special Investigation Team. Following the fire, plumes of smoke are visible from 5
kilometers away. Fire brigade teams reached the spot and attempts were made to
douse the fire. TRP Gamezone is reportedly the biggest game zone in the Saurashtra
region of Gujarat. Prime Minister Narendra Modi learned the details of the fire in Rajkot
through a telephonic conversation with Chief Minister Bhupendra patel and expressed
his grief over it. The Prime Minister also directed to conduct a thorough investigation
into the accident and take strict action against the culprits. Instructions have been
given to the municipal corporation and administration for immediate rescue and relief
operations in the fire incident in the game zone in Rajkot. It has also instructed to
prioritize arrangements for immediate treatment of the injured. The State Director
General of Police has instructed the Commissioners of Police and District
Superintendents of Police to inspect all the game zones in the state and to close the
game zones running without fire safety permission. The Director General of Police has
told to carry out this procedure in coordination with the fire officers of the municipalities
and municipalities and the local system. These instructions have been issued in the
wake of the Game Zone fire incident in Rajkot city.

NT. DELHI VOTING

Delhi has recorded over 57 percent voting till 11.30 PM for the Lok Sabha polls. In all
seven Lok Sabha seats, maximum voting of over 62.87 per cent was registered in the
North East Delhi Lok Sabha constituency while the New Delhi seat recorded the lowest
voter turnout of over 52.93 percent. Chandni Chowk has recorded over 58 per cent,
East Delhi has recorded over 57 percent, North West Delhi recorded over 56 per cent,
South Delhi recorded over 55 per cent and West Delhi oevr 58 per cent. President
Droupadi Murmu, Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar, Chief Justice of India DY
Chandrachud, Senior BJP leaders and Union Ministers Dr S Jaishankar and Hardeep
Puri, AAP Convenor and Delhi Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal, Senior Congress leaders
Sonia Gandhi, Rahul Gandhi and Priyanka Gandhi, CPI(M) leader Brinda Karat and
others also exercised their franchise at different polling booths in the early hours of
polling. Chief Election Commissioner Rajeev Kumar along with Election Commissioners
Gyanesh Kumar and Dr Sukhbir Singh Sandhu also voted in the city along with Union
Home Secretary Ajay Bhalla.

IMD-CYCLONE REMAL



The India Meteorological Department (IMD) of Andhra Pradesh has issued a severe
warning against Cyclone Remal for the northeastern region and Bangladesh today,
which is expected to hit West Bengal tomorrow. Cyclone Remal will bring with it
extremely heavy rainfall and strong winds to coastal regions of Bangladesh and West
Bengal. The cyclone's formation was initiated by a low-pressure system over the
southwest and west-central Bay of Bengal, which has since intensified into Cyclone
Remal. Meanwhile, Kolkata Airport Authority today announced to suspension of flight
operations for 21 hours due to Cyclone Remal's landfall. Cyclone Remal is forecasted to
significantly impact the coastal region of West Bengal, including the city of Kolkata. The
primary regions affected are West Bengal, Coastal Bangladesh, Tripura, and some other
parts of northeastern states. Authorities have urged residents in these areas, to brace
for adverse weather conditions starting from tomorrow. IMD has said that the current
warning for Cyclone Remal is in effect until Tuesday, but it may be extended if the
situation requires.

T20 WORLD CUP

The first batch of Indian cricketers, including skipper Rohit Sharma, departed for United
States today ahead of the T20 World Cup beginning on June 2. Apart from Rohit, pace
spearhead Jasprit Bumrah, top-ranked T20I batter Suryakumar Yadav, head coach
Rahul Dravid and batting coach Vikram Rathour and few other players left from Mumbai
airport. Other players in the travelling contingent include Ravindra Jadeja, Shivam
Dube, Mohammed Siraj, Arshdeep Singh, Khaleel Ahmed, Kuldeep Yadav and Axar Patel
among others. Few players, including star batter Virat Kohli, who are part of the IPL
teams which reached the playoffs, are yet to leave for the T20 showpiece.Thus, players
like Yashasvi Jaiswal, Sanju Samson and Yuzvendra Chahal have not joined the team
yet.The T20 World Cup will be jointly hosted by the USA and the West Indies from June
2 to June 29.The Indian cricket team will begin its campaign against Ireland on June 5
at the newly constructed Nassau County International Cricket Stadium in New York.
India will face Pakistan on June 9, followed by matches against co-hosts USA (June 12)
and Canada (June 15) in their Group A matches. India had won the inaugural edition
way back in 2007 in South Africa.
