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UP PM RALLY : In Uttar Pradesh, campaigning is at its peak for the seventh and
last phase of the election. Star campaigners of various political parties campaigned for
their party candidates today. Prime Minister and senior BIP leader Narendra Modi
addressed public meetings in Uttar Pradesh’s Mirzapur, Mau and Bansgaon today. He
said that the country has decided to form the BJP-NDA government for the third time
because of its good intentions and policies. Mr Modi claimed that he is dedicated to the
poor, dalits and backward people of the country. He added that reservations for
Scheduled Castes, Scheduled Tribes, OBCs and other deprived groups will not be given
to Muslims based on religion. Mr Modi said that under the Yogi government, action is
being taken against the mafias. UP CM and senior BIP leader Yogi Adityanath addressed
public meetings in Mirzapur, Chandauli, Ghazipur and Gorakhpur in favor of the party
candidate today. Mr Yogi said that it is our fortune that we are seeing a new India
under the leadership of Mr Modi. He said, the country is moving towards becoming a
global power, and borders have been secured in 10 years. Samajwadi Party Chief
Akhilesh Yadav addressed political gatherings in Salempur and Ballia today. He said that



today people were upset over the increasing inflation rate and unemployment. Farmers
were cheated by false promises of doubling their income in BIP regime. He claimed that
in BJP regime, loans of 25 lakh crore rupees have been waived for big houses, but if
INDI bloc comes to power, we will waive all farmers’ loan. Congress spokesperson
Pawan Kheda addressed the media in Varanasi and said that the the farmers comunity
is feeling cheated.

AMIT SHAH RALLY : Senior BJP leader and Union Minister Amit Shah has claimed
that his Party has crossed 310 marks in the five phases of the ongoing Lok Sabha
elections, and that the two phases are meant for the party to cross more 400 seats
along with its National Democratic Alliance (NDA) partners. Addressing a rally in
Bihar's Karakat today, Mr Shah urged people to vote for the NDA candidate from the
Karakat parliamentary seat, saying, every vote polled in favour of NDA candidate will
help Mr Modi to be the Prime Minister again.  Bihar is voting in all seven phases of the
Lok Sabha elections. Karakat seat will go to polls in the last phase on 1st June. The
counting of votes is on 4th June.

REV RAHUL GANDHI-HP RALLY : Senior Congress leader Rahul Gandhi addressed
an election rally today in Nahan, Sirmaur district, under the Shimla parliamentary seat
of Himachal Pradesh. He campaigned in favor of Congress candidate Vinod Sultanpuri.
The Congress leader said that this election is the first in history where the Congress is
fighting to protect the Constitution. He said , Prime Minister Narendra Modi waived
loans worth 16 lakh-crore rupees of 22 people in the last 10 years but could not give
9,000 crore rupees to deal with the disaster caused by monsoon rains in Himachal
Pradesh last year , Rahul Gandhi will address an election rally in Una under the
Hamirpur parliamentary constituency later in the day .

REV. BIHAR CAMPAIGNING : In Bihar, several senior leaders and star campaigners
are hitting the campaigning trail for the seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections.
Polling will be held on 1st of June in eight parliamentary constituencies. Addressing a
public meeting in Jehanabad constituency BJP President JP Nadda claimed that NDA is
going to clean sweep in Lok Sabha elections. He said voters have full faith in the
leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi because he has given a stable government.
The BJP President said the parties of INDI-Alliance will never work for welfare of people
because they are indulged in corruption and they promote only their family members.
Later, Mr. Nadda will address election rallies in Arrah and he said that for the Congress
and RID politics are means of looting public money and amassing wealth so the Central
agencies are probing their corruption cases. Senior BJP leader and Union Home Minister
Amit Shah is holding a public meeting in Dawood Nagar in Aurangabad in Karakat Lok
Sabha constituency. After this he will address a public meeting in Bhabhua in Jagjivan
stadium in Sasaram parliamentary constituency. Congress President Mallikarjun Kharge
will hold a meeting in Mohania in Kaimur in support of the Grand Alliance candidate of
Sasaram constituency. From, the Grand Alliance CPI-ML General Secretary Dipankar
Bhattacharya held a public meeting in Dawood Nagar in Karakat parliamentary seat.



RID leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav is holding a public meeting in Buxar in support of the
RID candidate. RID leader Manoj Jha has alleged BJP of pursuing vendetta politics by
threatening to send RID leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav in jail after the elections. Talking
to media persons in Patna Mr. Jha said Prime Minister Narendra Modi is giving these
statements in desperation, because NDA is losing elections.

PM-EX GRATIA : Prime Minister Narendra Modi today announced assistance for the
families of the deceased who lost their lives in tragic fire incidents in Gujarat and Delhi.
In a social media post, PMO said, an ex-gratia of two lakh rupees from the Prime
Minister's National Relief Fund would be provided to the next of kin of each deceased.
The injured would be given 50 thousand rupees.

ACC- ARMY CHIEF : The Appointments Committee of Cabinet has approved the
extension in service of Chief of the Army Staff General Manoj Pande for a period of one
month up to 30th of June. The extension was given beyond his normal age of
superannuation of 31st of this month. He was appointed as the Army Chief on 30th of
April, 2022. He was commissioned in December 1982 in the Corps of Engineers (The
Bombay Sappers). He held the appointment of Vice Chief of the Army Staff before
taking over as the Chief of the Army Staff.

REV. EVE. REMAL : West Bengal Government is taking comprehensive relief and
rehabilitation measures in view of Cyclone Remal, which is expected to make a landfall
between Khepupara in Bangladesh and the Sagar Islands in Bengal midnight tonight. A
special control room has been set up in the state secretariat, Nabanna. An 'Integrated
Control Room' has also started working in Kolkata police headquarters to deal with the
possible disaster. Kolkata Airport authorities have decided to suspend flight operations
for 21 hours from today noon in view of the possible impact of the cyclone. Meanwhile,
Indian Navy has also initiated preparatory actions to provide immediate and effective
assistance in the wake of Cyclone Remal. It has readied two ships equipped with
humanitarian assistance and disaster relief response and medical supplies for immediate
deployment to ensure the safety and welfare of the affected populace. Additionally,
Indian Naval aviation assets, including Sea King and Chetak helicopters as well as
Dornier aircrafts, are on standby for rapid response. Specialised diving teams with
equipment have been stationed in Kolkata and Visakhapatnam to provide prompt
assistance. In addition, two flood relief teams each from Visakhapatnam and Chilka are
ready for deployment at short notice.

MAOISTS: Two Adivasi women were seriously injured after Maoists planted booby
traps in the forest area near Bhimaaram on the Telangana-Chhattisgarh border.
Similarly, Maoists cut down trees across the road between Pusaguppa and Unjupalli
villages and disrupted the movement of people. Bhadradri Kottaguden District
Superintendent of Police Rohit Raj said that such brutal acts of the Maoists are causing
serious damage to the property and lives of innocent adivasi people. He warned that
such actions will not be tolerated. (PTC)---7



MLC POLL: The stage is set for the by-election to the Telangana Legislative Council
from the Warangal-Khammam-Nalgonda graduates’ constituency tomorrow. Polling Will
be held from 8am to 4pm . A total of 4.63 lakh graduates are eligible to cast their votes
in this constituency spread over 34 assembly segments in the undivided districts of
Warangal, Khammam and Nalgonda. Total 605 polling stations were set up. The
vacancy arose after Palla Rajeshwar Reddy of BRS resigned following his election to the
Assembly from the Jangaon constituency in the Assembly elections held in November
2023.Though there are 52 candidates in the fray, the main contest is among Congress,
Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) and Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) candidates. Congress'
Teenmar Mallanna, BIP's Premender Reddy and BRS' Ennala Rakesh Reddy are in the
fray. In this election, the Congress party was supported by the CPI, CPM and Telangana
Jana Samithi parties. Meanwhile, the Election Commission has made elaborate
arrangements for peaceful conduct of the polling. Special casual leave was granted to
central and state government employees, who are bonafide voters in the elections to
state legislative council to enable them to exercise the right of franchise. (DESK)---15
