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UP-AMIT SHAH RALLY

Union Home Minister and senior BJP leader Amit Shah said that the NDA will
achieve 400 plus seats on June 4 and Narendra Modi will secure his position once again
as the Prime Minister, while Rahul Gandhi will hold a press conference blaming the
EVMs for the defeat of the I.N.D.I.A. block. He said that following the June 4 results,
responsibility for the Congress' defeat will likely be placed on its national president,
Mallikarjun Kharge, leading to his resignation. Mr. Shah said this while addressing a
public meeting in Kushinagar, Uttar Pradesh in favor of party candidate.

While addressing a public meeting in Mau, UP CM and senior BIP leader Yogi
Adityanath said that people have seen a hanging India under the leadership of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi. He added that there is a huge difference between India before
2014 and India of 2024.



BJP national president J. P. Nadda reached Varanasi for PM Narendra Modi's
election campaign today and offered prayers at the Kaal Bhairav temple. Mr. Nadda said
that reservation based on religion will not be allowed to be implemented till Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and BJP are in power.

Later in the day, Mr. Shah will also address public meetings in Balia and Varanasi
today. On the other hand, Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav will address a political
gathering in Ghazipur and Chandauli today.

PM-INTERVIEW

Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi said that under the
Atmanirbhar Bharat vision, the aim is to promote indigenous talent and increase
employability. In an interview to a news agency, Mr. Modi said, over 38 lakh crore
rupees have been transferred to people through the Direct Benefit Transfer.
Highlighting on the investigations by state machineries, He said that aim of the
government is based on ‘zero tolerance’ and ensure evidence based action and not on
perception. The Prime Minister emphasized that 'nation first' is at the centre of
government's every decision.

NIRMALA-BUDGET

Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman said that the last decade has witnessed a
substantial improvement in the sanctity and credibility of the Union Budget, leaving past
constraints and archaic practices behind. In a social media post today, the Finance
Minister said, our budgets are characterized by fiscal prudence, transparency, and
inclusiveness, ensuring investments in social development and infrastructure. She said,
now the entire budgetary exercise, including the legislative process, is completed well

before the start of the financial year which has improved administrative efficiency.

IMD- MONSOON

India Meteorological Department, IMD, has forescast above normal rainfall over the
country as a whole during the monsoon season from June to September this year.
Releasing the second Stage of Long Range Forecast of Southwest Monsoon, Director
General, IMD Dr Mrutyunjay Mohapatra said that quantitatively, the southwest
monsoon seasonal rainfall over the country as a whole is likely to be 106 per cent of the



long period average (LPA) with a model error of four per cent. He added that the
southwest monsoon rainfall is most likely to be above normal over Central India and
South Peninsular India, normal over Northwest India and below normal over Northeast
India. In the month of June, normal rainfall is expected over the country as a whole. In
its first stage forecast for Sourthwest monsson, the IMD had predicated above normal
rainfall over the country and the second stage forecast there is no change. Dr
Mohapatra furhter informed that conditions are favourable for onset of monsoon over
Kerala in next five days.

EVE BIHAR CAMPAIGNING

In Bihar, several senior leaders and star campaigners of NDA and Grand Alliance
campaigned today for their respective candidate for the seventh and final phase of Lok
Sabha election in eight constituencies.
Former Congress President Rahul Gandhi held three election rallies in Patna Sahib,
Pataliputra and Arrah Lok Sabha constituencies. Addressing a public meeting in Paliganj
in Pataliputra constituency Mr. Gandhi said I.N.D.I.A. block will empower women of
poor families by Mahalakshmi Scheme and every women head of family will get monthly
help of more than 8,000 rupees. RID leader Tejashwi Prasad Yadav also held election
rallies in Jehanabad, Paliganj Jagdishpur and Bihta in different parliamentary
constituencies. On the other hand, JD(U) President and Chief Minister Nitish Kumar held
a road show in Hilsa in Nalanda parliamentary constituency. Addressing a public
meeting in Hilsa Mr. Kumar claimed that his government will achieve the target to
provide 10 lakh government jobs by next year.
