EC-VOTE COUNTING

The counting of votes for Lok Sabha Polls will be held today from 8
AM onwards. The Counting of votes for Assembly polls in Andhra Pradesh
and Odisha and bye-elections to Assembly Constituencies in different states
will also be held today.

A Report.....

The counting of postal ballots will start first across all
counting centres. After half-an-hour of the start of the postal
ballot count, the counting of votes recorded in the electronic
voting machines will commence. For the smooth conduct of the
electoral process, three-tier security systems have been set up at
multiple counting centres in various cities. The counting trends
and results, as per data entered by Returning Officer or Assistant
Returning Officers for Parliamentary Constituencies and Assembly
Constituencies will _be available on the Election Commission
Website as well as on the Voter Helpline App. The voting for the
543-member Lok Sabha was conducted over seven phases,
starting from 19th April to 1st June. However Surat seat in
Gujarat was won by BJP uncontested. Over 64 crore voters
participated in this polls including 31 crore women. The counting
of votes will bring an end to a marathon polling exercise which
stretched over 80 days.

TELANGANA- COUNTING ARRANGEMENTS




In Telangana, the stage is all set for counting of votes for the 17 Lok
Sabha constituencies in the State. Elaborate arrangements have been
made at all the 34 counting locations where 139 halls have been
earmarked for counting of votes cast in the electronic voting machines and
postal ballots. The process will start at 8 AM with the counting of postal
ballots that will be followed by the counting of votes cast in the EVMs. Over
10,000 staff have been posted on counting duties and the election officials
made elaborate three-layered security arrangements with 12 companies of
Central forces at the counting centres to avoid any untoward incidents.
Counting of votes for Secunderabad Cantonment Assembly constituency
where by-election was held will also be taken up simultaneously.

Maximum 24 rounds of counting will be held at Choppadandi,
Yakutpura and Devarakonda Assembly segments and minimum 13 rounds
will be held at Armoor, Bhadrachalam and Aswaraopet segments.

Union Tourism Minister G Kishan Reddy is seeking re-election from
Secunderabad while MIM president Asaduddin Owaisi is seeking election
for the fifth time in a row. BJP sitting MP Bandi Sanjay Kumar in the
Karimnagar Fray while another sitting MP of the party Arvind Kumar is in
the contest of Nizamabad. Former Union Minister Balram Naik is in the
contest from Mahabubabad where sitting BRS MP Maloth Kavita is also in
the fray. Former MPs Visweswar Reddy of BJP and Ranjit Reddy of the
Congress are vying for Chevella while BJP senior leader E. Rajender in the
contest of Malkajgiri while party Vice President DK Aruna in the contest of
Mahabubnagar. BRS floor leader in the Lok Sabha, Nama Nageswra Rao is
contesting from Khammam Constituency. It may be recalled that
Telangana recorded 65.67 per cent voter turnout against over 3 crore 32
lakh 32 thousand electors.

Parliament and 2446 EVM tables and 557 Postal Ballot tables for

Assembly Constituencies were placed across 401 counting halls in
33 locations of the State. Robust security measures including 144

Special security arrangements were made in
the districts of Palnadu, Chittor and Annamayya, where violence

during and after polling day is witnessed. Flag-March has already
been conducted by security personnel in the sensitive areas.
Three-tier cordoning system was in place to prevent the entry of
unauthorized persons inside the counting halls. District Electoral
Offices have set up Drone Surveillance and CCTV cameras at
counting centers to monitor activities and ensure transparency.
Live feeds from all the cameras with Date and time stamp will be
monitored in real-time to detect and address any irreqularities
immediately. Counting will commence at 8 am with Postal ballot
counting followed by EVM’s at 8.30.”

ASSAM-FLOOD

In Assam, flood situation continues to remain grim as more than 6
lakh people are reeling under the deluge across 10 districts. State



Government has opened 191 Relief camps and 108 relief distribution
centres in these districts. NDRF and SDRF teams have also been deployed
for rescue and relief. During the last 24 hours, four people have lost their
lives in Cachar district and the number of deaths caused by this flood has
reached 18.

577 villages have been affected and over 6,000 hectares of crop
areas have been damaged across the state. As per government sources, 4
people are also missing from the worst flood hit Cachar district. According
to Assam State Disaster Management Authority (ASDMA), roads,
embankments and other infrastructure have been damaged by flood waters
in several districts. In view of the damage of track between New Haflong -
Chandranathpur section, Northeast Frontier Railway has cancelled and
partially cancelled several trains on this route, upto 5th June.

MEXICO ELECTION

In Mexico, Claudia Sheinbaum has been elected as the country's first
woman president in a historic landslide win. The National Electoral Institute
has announced Sheinbaum, the candidate of the ruling Morena party, as
the winner of the presidential elections. It said, the preliminary results
showed the 61 year-old former mayor of Mexico City as the winner, with 58
to 60 percent of the votes in the election. She defeated her nearest rival
Xochitl Galvez, who was representing a coalition of largely conservative
parties. Ms. Sheinbaum, a former energy scientist, will succeed the
outgoing President Andres Manuel Lopez Obrador, also her mentor. In her
victory speech, she has promised continuity, saying that she will continue
to build on the "advances" made by Mr. Lopez Obrador.

CLIMATE-CONFERENCE
The United Nations Climate head Simon Stiell has warned that the world is
headed for 2.7 degrees Celsius warming, and the road to keeping it to 1.5
degrees Celsius is extremely steep. He was speaking at the Bonn Climate
Change Conference in Germany today. Mr. Stiell said that without UN-
convened international cooperation, people would be headed for global
heating, which most of humanity likely could not survive. The Bonn
meeting from June 3 to 13 is known as halfway to the annual climate
summit, also known as the 29th Conference of Parties, or COP29. 1t is



expected to set the agenda for climate negotiations this year and will open
discussions on a new finance goal to replace the existing goal of 100 billion
dollars per year. The new finance goal is meant to channel greater funds
toward urgently needed climate action in developing countries.
