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TS ELECTION POOL 01.06.2024
SEVENTH PHASE POLLING-1100 HRS

Voting is underway for the seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha
elections. In this phase polling is being held in 57 Parliamentary
Constituencies spread over seven States and one Union Territory. These
include 13 seats each in Uttar Pradesh and Punjab, nine in West Bengal,
eight in Bihar, six in Odisha, four in Himachal Pradesh, three in Jharkhand
and one Parliamentary Constituency in Chandigarh. The voting began at 7
this morning and will conclude at 6 in the evening. Over per cent
voter turnout was recored till

A total of 904 candidates are in the fray in this phase. Prominent
among them are: Prime Minister and Senior BJP leader Narendra Modi,
party leaders Anurag Thakur and Ravi Shankar Prasad, Congress leader
Manish Tiwari and Vikramaditya Singh, RID leader Misa Bharti, and
Trinamool Congress leader Abhishek Banerjee. Over 10 crore 60 lakh
voters are eligible to vote in this phase.

Simultaneously, polling is being held for remaining 42 seats of Odisha
Assembly in the fourth phase. In addition, Assembly by-elections for six
constituencies in Himachal Pradesh and one seat each in Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh and West Bengal are also taking place. This seventh phase will
mark a grand finish to the world's largest polling marathon that began on
19th of April and has already covered 486 Lok Sabha seats.

KERALA RAIN
Heavy rain was reported in parts of Kerala last evening. The northern
districts of the state, however, received moderate rainfall in some places.
Heavy rain accompanied by thunder and lightning, lashed across
Idukki district, inundating several low lying areas. Landslides and
widespread loss were reported. The authorities have banned night travel
in the district. Landslides were reported in Arakkulam and Velliyamattom
panchayats in the district. A woman was rescued from the debris of her
house, following a landslide at Kalippilangad. Earth caved in and fell on a
car at Nadukaani, but the occupants escaped unhurt. Four shutters of
Malankara Dam have been opened. The inflow into the dam has
increased, following heavy rain in its catchment areas. People living on the
banks of Thodupuzha and Muvattupuzha rivers have been asked to remain
vigilant.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said, heat wave to severe
heat wave conditions will continue over parts of Haryana, Delhi, Punjab,
Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, Odisha, Bihar and Jharkhand today. These
conditions will also continue over Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh,
Uttarakhand and Andhra Pradesh today. However, maximum temperature
will fall by 2 to 3 degrees Celsius over Northwest and Central India, and by
3 to 4 degrees Celsius over East India during next two days.
The weather agency has also forecast likely light to moderate rainfall over
North-East India and West Bengal during next 6 days. Meanwhile, flood
situation has worsened in Assam with 6 people losing their lives and about
3 lakh 50 thousand people have been affected across 11 districts. Water
levels of major rivers have risen following incessant rainfall in the
aftermath of cyclone Remal.

PAKISTAN - POK

Pakistan government has admitted before Islamabad High Court that
Pakistan Occupied Kashmir (PoK) is a foreign territory. Pakistan Additional



Attorney General told the court that Kashmiri poet and journalist Ahmed
Farhad Shah is under police custody in PoK and he cannot be produced
before the Islamabad High Court as PoK in a foreign land which does not
come under Pakistan's jurisdiction. The court was hearing a petition filed
by Shah's wife after he was abducted from his residence in Rawalpindi by
Pakistan's intelligence agencies. Shah has been missing for the past two
weeks and it was recently found that two cases have been lodged against
him by the police in PoK. Islamabad High Court asked if PoK is a foreign
territory and not an integral part of Pakistan, then how did the Pakistani
military and Pakistani Rangers enter the land. During the hearings, high
Court judge Mohsin Akhter Kayani criticised Pakistan's intelligence agencies
for continuing the practice of forced abductions of people.
