IMD- WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast that heat
wave conditions will persist with reduced intensity over Northwest, Central,
and East India for the next two days. Today, heat wave conditions are
expected in parts of Himachal Pradesh, Rajasthan, Madhya Pradesh, and
Chhattisgarh. These conditions will also continue in Jammu and Kashmir,
Ladakh, Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh, and Odisha
until the 4th of this month.

ELECTIONS:

The Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) has returned to power in Arunachal
Pradesh, while the ruling Sikkim Krantikari Morcha (SKM) has secured
another term in Sikkim. Counting of votes for Assembly elections in the two
Norther-Eastern states was held yesterday. Polling for the 60 seats in
Arunachal Pradesh and for 32 seats in Sikkim was held on 19th of April,
simultaneously with the first phase of Lok Sabha elections. BJP has



recorded landslide victory in the Arunachal Pradesh securing 46 seats out
of 60. Some of the prominent winners from BJP are former Union Minister
Ninong Ering, party leaders Dr. Mahesh Chai, Tai Nikio, Homchun
Ngamdam, Wangling Lowangdong, Tsering Lamu and Chakat Abonh.

In Sikkim, out of the results declared for all 32 seats, Sikkim
Krantikari Morcha (SKM) has won 31 seats. The Sikkim Democratic Front
(SDF) has managed to bag only one seat. Incumbent State Chief Minister
and SKM President Prem Singh Tamang has won from both Rhenock and
Soreng Chakung Constituencies. SKM candidate and State Assembly
Speaker Arun Kumar Upretti won from Arithang seat. SDF candidate
Tenzing Norbu Lamtha registered win over Kunga Nima Lepcha of SKM
from Shyari constituency. The terms of the two assemblies in the north-
eastern states ended yesterday.

In Assam, over 5 lakh people of 564 villages in 13 districts
are affected due to flood and over 8000 hectares of crop areas
have been damaged across the state. State Government has
opened 193 Relief camps and 82 relief distribution centres in
these districts. NDRF and SDRF teams have also been deployed
for rescue and relief. As per government sources, during the last
24 hours 3 person has lost their lives, 2 at Cachar and one at
Nagaon district. One adult person and one children are also

missing at Cachar district. According to Assam State Disaster
Management Authority (ASDMA), 103 roads, embankments and

other infrastructure have been damaged by flood waters in
several districts. In view of damage of track between New
Haflong - Chandranathpur section, N. F. Railway has cancelled

and partially cancelled several trains on this rout. Water levels of
Brahmaputra is rising at Guwahati, Goalpara and Dhubri. Kopili,
Barak, Dhansiri, Burhidihing, Gaurang and Kushiyara rivers water

levels are also rising at several locations.
