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FINAL POLLING:

The stage is all set for the seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha elections
today. A total of 57 Lok Sabha constituencies spread across seven states
and one union territory will go to poll in this phase. In this phase, polling
will be held in 13 Lok Sabha seats in Uttar Pradesh, 13 seats in Punjab,
nine seats in West Bengal, eight seats in Bihar, six seats in Odisha, four
seats in Himachal Pradesh, three seats in Jharkhand, and one
Parliamentary Constituency in Chandigarh. In this phase, political fate of
prominent leaders including Prime Minister and Senior BJP leaders
Narendra Modi, Anurag Thakur, Ravi Shankar Prasad, Congress leader
Manish Tiwari and Vikramaditya Singh, RID leader Misa Bharti, and
Trinamool Congress leader Abhishek Banerjee will be sealed in the EVMs.
Besides, polling for the remaining 42 Assembly Constituencies of the
Odisha State Assembly will also take place simultaneously. The voting will
begin at 7 AM.

Elaborate arrangements have been made by the Election Commission
to ensure smooth and transparent voting in the polling areas. Election
officers have been instructed to implement measures to mitigate the
challenges posed by scorching temperatures, safeguarding the health and
well-being of voters and poll officials. Over 10 lakh 90 thousand polling
officials have been deployed for the conduct of polls. Over 10 crore 60 lakh
electors will decide the fate of contestants. A total of 201 international
Border check posts and 906 inter-state border check posts are keeping
strict vigil on any illicit flow of liquor, drugs, cash and freebies.

South Africa was heading for a national coalition government for the
first time as partial election results today put the ruling African National
Congress (ANC) well short of a majority. With more than 90 percent of
votes counted across the country’s nine provinces, the ANC had received
just 41 percent in Wednesday'’s election. Democratic Alliance (DA) secured
21 percent votes while former President Jacob Zuma's MK party secured 13
percent votes so far.
