India's Equity Benchmark Indices ended in Green today amid mixed
global cues. The Sensex rose 204 points, or 0.27 percent, to close at
76,811.

Nifty gained 76 points, or 0.33 percent, to settle at 23,399.

In the broader market at the BSE, the Mid-Cap indices up by 0.79
percent and the Small-cap indices climbed 0.89 percent.

In the Sensex index, 20 out of 30 companies registered gains.

The top three gainers today were Mahindra and Mahindra 2.73



percent, Titan 2.68 percent and Larsen and Toubro 2.06 percent.

Conversely, the three major laggards were Hindustan Unilever 1.64
percent, ICICI Bank 1.10 percent and Axis Bank 0.99 percent.

ODISHA CBI RAIDS

In Odisha, the CBI has launched an extensive investigation into
alleged certificate forgery in Odisha postal recruitment. Searches at over 67
locations have been conducted across various districts of the state
including Kalahandi, Nuapada, Rayagada, Nabarangpur, Kandhamal,
Keonjhar, Mayurbhanj, Balasore and Bhadrak. This massive operation
involved more than 204 officials, including 122 officers from the CBI and 82
personnel from other departments, highlighting the scale and seriousness
of the investigation. The search teams are striving to uncover the interstate
organised gang responsible for providing fake certificates. These
certificates were allegedly issued by the Board of High School and
Intermediate Education, Allahabad; the West Bengal Board, Kolkata; and
the Jharkhand Academic Council, Ranchi and few others. CBI had
registered a case on 9th of May last year on a complaint by the Postal
Department. Further investigation into the matter is on.
