After the meeting, AAP convener and Delhi Chief Minister Arvind
Kejriwal claimed that the INDIA bloc is moving forward to form a strong
government at the centre. Samajwadi Party Chief Akhilesh Yadav claimed
that INDIA alliance will win the most of the Lok Sabha seats in Uttar
Pradesh. RID leader Tejashwi Yadav said INDIA group is winning and the
face of the Prime Minister will be decided later. Shiv Sena (UBT) leader Anil
Desai said the alliance will get 30 to 35 Lok Sabha seats in Maharashtra.

REV EVE LOK SABHA ELECTIONS

World's largest polling marathon which started on the 19th of April
culminated with the conclusion of seventh and final phase of Lok Sabha
elections this evening. In the past 43 days, people across 542
constituencie out of 543 voted to elect their representatives to
the 18th Lok Sabha. In Surat, the BJP candidate was elected
unopposed.

In the seventh and final phase, polling was held for 57 Parliamentary
Constituencies spread over seven States and one Union Territory. These
include 13 seats each in Uttar Pradesh and Punjab, nine in West Bengal,
eight in Bihar, six in Odisha, four in Himachal Pradesh, three in Jharkhand
and one Parliamentary Constituency in Chandigarh.



Over 58 per cent voter turnout was recored till 5 PM.

A total of 904 candidates were in the fray in this phase. Prominent
among them were: Prime Minister and Senior BIJP leader Narendra Modi,
party leaders Anurag Thakur, Ravi Shankar Prasad and Kangana Ranaut,
Congress leader Manish Tiwari and Vikramaditya Singh, RID leader Misa
Bharti, and Trinamool Congress leader Abhishek Banerjee.

Simultaneously, polling also took place for remaining 42 seats of
Odisha Assembly in the fourth phase. In addition, Assembly by-elections
for six constituencies in Himachal Pradesh and one seat each in Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh and West Bengal were also held.

Now, the anticipation mounts for the momentous day of reckoning
when the fate of political leaders will be determined. Preparations are in
full swing for the counting of votes for the Lok Sabha elections on Tuesday.

In Javelin throw, India's DP Manu clinched the gold medal at the
Taiwan Athletics Open 2024 with the best effort of 81.58 metre in Taiwan
today. He started the competition with a throw of 78.32 metre before
bettering it to 80.59 metre in the third attempt. However, he secured the
top spot in the competition in the sixth and final attempt, breaching his
previous mark to finish with the best throw of 81.58 metre.

Chao Tsun Cheng of Chinese Taipei won the silver with a throw of
76.21 metre while his compatriot Chao-Hong Huang with 71.24 metre took
the bronze medal. The Indian athlete was the only foreign participant
among 12 competitors in the event.

Manu is yet to meet the Paris Olympics' automatic qualification mark
of 85.50m.
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
