BANDI: Union Minister of State for Home Affairs, Bandi Sanjay Kumar will visit Karimnagar
tomorrow. BJP leaders in the Karimnagar constituency made arrangements to give a warm welcome
to Bandi Sanjay marking his first visit to Karimnagar after assuming his ministerial role. Initially, Bandi
Sanjay Kumar and Union Minister Kishan Reddy planned to visit the State together, however, Kishan
Reddy postponed his trip to attend a Central Cabinet meeting. On the first day of his visit Bandi
Sanjay Kumar will arrive in Shanigaram within the Karimnagar constituency where party members will
extend a warm welcome. He will then visit the Goddess Mahashakti temple in Karimnagar to perform
special pujas, followed by a visit to his residence in Chaitanyapuri to receive his mother's blessings.
Later, he will travel to Kondagattu to perform a special pooja at Kondagattu Anjanna Sannidhi and
meet activists and leaders from Choppadandi constituency. Later he will visit Sri Lakshmi Narasimha
Swamy Temple and Vemulawada Srirajasrajewara Temple. Bandi Sanjay will reach Hyderabad in the
afternoon to participate in programs along with Kishan Reddy at BJP State office at Nampally in
Hyderabad. On June 21, Bandi Sanjay Kumar will visit Manakondur, Huzurabad, and Husnabad
constituencies Karimnagar Parliament.

CM: Chief Minister Revanth Reddy laid foundation stone for Advanced Technology Centres (ATCs) at
the Industrial Training Institute (ITI) at Mallepally in Hyderabad this afternoon. The centres will train
youth to meet the needs of modern industries. Speaking at the event, Chief Minister said his
government aims to provide employment and job opportunities to the unemployed. He lamented that
government ITIs in the State have become ineffective due to outdated curricula and added skills
taught in ITIs are 40-50 years old and are no longer useful to students. He said only technical skills
can secure employment and improve living standards and to address this issue, the government is
converting 65 ITIs into ATCs with an investment of 2,324 crore rupees in collaboration with Tata
Technologies Limited.

NEET: Students Unions affiliated to Congress and Left parties NSUI, SFI, AISF, PDSU, AAP students
wing, AIYF and DYFI took out a protest rally from Himayathnagar junction to Dr. BR Ambedkar statue
demanding Central government initiate stern action against those responsible for NEET fiasco. The
protestors demanded that the Centre render justice to the students affected by the fiasco. They also
demanded the Central government order a probe into it by a sitting Supreme Court judge. In
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another development students led by BRS Student wing also staged a protest in front of Raj Bhavan
demanding cancellation of the NEET exam and re-conduct the exam. The students tried to move
towards Raj Bhavan but the police arrested the activists. Meanwhile, Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS)
has faulted the approach of NDA Government at the Centre in handling the National Eligibility-cum-
Entrance Test (NEET-UG) exam fiasco and why the enforcement agencies such as Enforcement
Directorate (ED) has not registered a case so far as it did voluntarily on several other issues. Senior
leader of the BRS and former MP B. Vinod Kumar at a press meet held in Hyderabad today said that
the NEET issue would qualify for ED probe automatically in the wake of reports that the exam paper
was leaked in Bihar and Gujarat and it was sold for up to 30 lakh rupee each/copy and crores of
rupees had changed hands.

SINGARENI: Chairman and Managing Director of Singareni Collieries Company Limited (SCCL) N
Balram warned that strict actions will be taken against employees and officials who do not adhere to
discipline and time management. Reacting to intelligence reports indicating some employees were
marking attendance without showing up for duty, Balram mandated daily biometric attendance
registration for all employees and officers. In a statement today, Balram highlighted the need for
employees to resume work promptly after lunch breaks, addressing complaints of prolonged breaks
causing delays in work. He also stated that any officials neglecting to inspect working places in
underground mines daily would face action.
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
