KERALA-RAIN

In Kerala, Met Deptt. has forecast heavy rain along with strong winds and lightning in
the State for the next four days. Oange alert has been issued for Kannur and Kasaragod
districts today. Yellow alert is issued in ten districts. Fishermen are warned from
venturing into the sea in Kerala, Karnataka, and Lakshadweep coasts until the 11th of
this month.

Meanwhile, the annual monsoon trawling ban for marine conservation will come into
effect from today midnight in the State. The 52-day ban along the Kerala coast will
conclude on July 31st. Officials have directed all out-of-state fishing vessels to leave the
Kerala coast. The Fisheries Department has completed the arrangements to enforce the
trawling ban. The ban period coincides with the fish breeding season, contributing to
the replenishment of marine fisheries resources. Free rations will be provided to
workers in the fishing sector during the trawling period. Fisheries control rooms will
operate 24 hours a day in coastal districts.

SWEARING IN- N.CHANDRABABU NAIDU

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister- designate N Chandrababu Naidu will be sworn in at
11.27 am on June 12 near Kesarapalli IT Park at Gannavaram in Krishna district. The



Telugu Desam Party (TDP) had earlier planned to hold the swearing-in ceremony at
Amaravati, but as a number of central leaders from the BJP and other parties have
been invited and are expected to attend, the Gannavaram venue has been selected as it
is close to the airport.

Chief Secretary Neerabh Kumar Prasad took stock of the arrangements for the
swearing-in ceremony in a meeting with top officials at his camp office in Vijayawada.
He instructed the police to provide tight security as Prime Minister Narendra Modi,
Governor S. Abdul Nazeer and a host of other VIPs from across the country would be
attending the event. Also, he wanted adequate parking facilities to be created on
Vijayawada international airport premises, including for helicopters in which some of the
VVIPs and VIPs would be reaching the venue.

IMD-WEATHER

Southwest monsoon has further advanced into remaining parts of central Arabian Sea,
some parts of north Arabian Sea and Maharashtra including Mumbai today.The India
Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated
extremely heavy falls over south Konkan, Goa, south Madhya Maharashtra, Coastal and
North Interior Karnataka till tomorrow.

T20 WORLD CUP

In an intence showdown, the Indian men's cricket team pulled off a
thrilling 6 runs victory over arch rival Pakistan in the ICC Men's T20 World
Cup Cricket at the Nassau County International Cricket Stadium in New
York last night. The Indian bowling unit, led by Jasprit Bumrah valiantly
restricted Pakistan to fall just 6 runs short of their target.

Put in to bat first, India posted a total of 119 runs in 19 overs, after
being bowled out by the Pakistani pacers. Rishabh Pant, with 42 runs from
31 balls and Axar Patel, with 20 runs from 18 balls helped the Men in Blue
to set a decent target on board. Haris Rauf and Naseem Shah took three
wickets each while Mohammad Amir took two wickets for Pakistan.

While chasing a target of 120, Pakistan could score only 113 runs for



seven in the stipulated 20 overs. They were in reasonable control of the
chase around the 10-over point. However, the Indian bowlers picked up
momentum and restricted the opposition, to register their 7th victory in
eight head to head T20 World Cup matches. Pakistan needed 21 runs in
the last two overs. However, Bumrah conceded only three runs in the 19th
over, while Arshdeep Singh then restricted the Pakistan batters to score
only 12 in the final over. Bumrah, with his magic spell scalped three
wickets, conceding just 14 runs in his four overs. Hardik Pandya took two
wickets, while Axar Patel and Arshdeep Singh bagged one wicket each.
Bumrah was adjudged the Player of the Match.

This is also the lowest target India successfully defended in T20
internationals.

In Tennis, Spain's Carlos Alcaraz Garfia grabbed his first-ever French
Open Men's singles title at the Roland Garros in Paris last night. Alcaraz
triumphed over Alexander Zverev of Germany in the final, 6-3, 2-6, 5-7, 6-
1, and 6-2.
