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COAL BLOCK AUCTION: Union Coal and Mines Minister G Kishan Reddy
today launched the 10th round of auction of coal mines for commercial mining in
Hyderabad. A total 67 coal mines have been put on block and this is expected to
further enhance the domestic coal production and ensure energy security for the
country. This is for the first time that the auction was launched outside Delhi. The
blocks put on sale include both coking and non-coking coal mines. Speaking after
the launch, Union Coal Minister Kishan Reddy said the government is committed
for the transparent coal block auction policy and exuded hope that coal block
auction will contribute empower the country to become 5 trillion-economy. The
minister emphasised need for working together for the benefit of the Coal sector
and for Atmanirbharata of the Country in coal sector. He also assured the state
Government that he will speak with Odisha Government relating to Singareni
exploration in Niani Coal mine. Responding to concerns raised by Deputy Chief
Minister Bhatti Vikramarka that only the states will benefit due to coal mines
auction and Singareni will get 15 per cent of its target mining through Naini mines.
