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INTERNATIONAL ARCHIVES DAY

International Archives day is being observed across the country today to raise
awareness among public about the importance of records and archives. This day aims
to make the general public, private and public sectors fully conscious of the need for
long-term archival preservation and access. During the 2004 International Congress in
Vienna, 2000 attending participants adopted a resolution requesting that the United
Nations to designate a specific day to mark the importance and value of archives. Later
in 2007, at the Annual General Meeting of International Council on Archives, it was
decided that 9™ of June 9th would be celebrated as International Archives Day.
COLOMBIA-COAL EXPORT

Colombian President Gustavo Petro has announced today that his country will suspend
coal exports to Israel over the war in Gaza, as relations sour between two countries
that were once close military and commercial allies.

Petro wrote on the social media platform X that coal exports will only resume “when
the genocide” in Gaza stops. Petro also posted a draft decree, which says that coal
exports will only resume if Israel complies with a recent order by the International Court
of Justice that says Israel should withdraw its troops from the Gaza strip. According to
Colombia's National Statistics Department, coal exports to Israel were worth more than
320 million dollars in the first eight months of last year. That's a small fraction of the
nation's overall coal exports which were worth more than 9 billion dollars in 2023.

Israel imports more than 50 percent of its coal from Colombia, according to the
American Journal for Transportation, and uses much of it to feed its power plants.

KERALA-RAIN

In Kerala, Met Deptt. has forecast heavy rain along with strong winds and lightning in
the State for the next four days. Oange alert has been issued for Kannur and Kasaragod
districts today. Yellow alert is issued in ten districts. Fishermen are warned from
venturing into the sea in Kerala, Karnataka, and Lakshadweep coasts until the 11th of
this month.

Meanwhile, the annual monsoon trawling ban for marine conservation will come into
effect from today midnight in the State. The 52-day ban along the Kerala coast will
conclude on July 31st. Officials have directed all out-of-state fishing vessels to leave the
Kerala coast. The Fisheries Department has completed the arrangements to enforce the
trawling ban. The ban period coincides with the fish breeding season, contributing to
the replenishment of marine fisheries resources. Free rations will be provided to
workers in the fishing sector during the trawling period. Fisheries control rooms will



operate 24 hours a day in coastal districts.
SWEARING IN- N.CHANDRABABU NAIDU

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister- designate N Chandrababu Naidu will be sworn in at
11.27 am on June 12 near Kesarapalli IT Park at Gannavaram in Krishna district. The
Telugu Desam Party (TDP) had earlier planned to hold the swearing-in ceremony at
Amaravati, but as a number of central leaders from the BJP and other parties have
been invited and are expected to attend, the Gannavaram venue has been selected as it
is close to the airport.

Chief Secretary Neerabh Kumar Prasad took stock of the arrangements for the
swearing-in ceremony in a meeting with top officials at his camp office in Vijayawada.
He instructed the police to provide tight security as Prime Minister Narendra Modi,
Governor S. Abdul Nazeer and a host of other VIPs from across the country would be
attending the event. Also, he wanted adequate parking facilities to be created on
Vijayawada international airport premises, including for helicopters in which some of the
VWVIPs and VIPs would be reaching the venue. Director General of Police Harish Kumar
Gupta and other top officials took part in the deliberations

This will be the second time Mr Naidu will take oath as the Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh post bifurcation in 2014 and first Telugu person to take oath as Chief Minister
of Andhra Pradesh for the fourth time. The TDP-led NDA coalition with JSP and BJP won
a landslide victory in the Assembly elections held on May 13, with the alliance winning
164 seats. The TDP alone won 135 seats, while the JSP won all 21 it contested and BIP
won eight of the 10 it contested.<>

IMD-WEATHER

Southwest monsoon has further advanced into remaining parts of central Arabian Sea,
some parts of north Arabian Sea and Maharashtra including Mumbai today.The India
Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall with isolated
extremely heavy falls over south Konkan, Goa, south Madhya Maharashtra, Coastal and
North Interior Karnataka till tomorrow.

The weather department has also forecast light to moderate rainfall
accompanied by thunderstorm, lightning and winds gusting up to 40 kmph over
Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram, Tripura, Sub-
Himalayan West Bengal and Sikkim during the next 7 days.

The IMD also forecast that a fresh spell of heat wave conditions have
commenced over Northwest India from today. Punjab, Haryana, Bihar, Jharkhand,
Gangetic West Bengal, Jammu division, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Delhi, West



Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh are very likely to witness heat wave conditions till
Thursday. It added that heat wave conditions likely to continue over parts of East India
and Uttar Pradesh during the next 5 days.

BRAND NEW PM- SWEARING-IN CEREMONY

Mr. Narendra Modi was today sworn in as Prime Minister of India for the third
consecutive term. President Droupadi Murmu administered the Oath of Office and
Secrecy to Mr Modi along with the members of the new Council of Ministers at a
function held at Rashtrapati Bhawan. During the Swearing-in Ceremony, 31 Cabinet
Ministers, five Ministers of State( Independent Charge) and thirty six
Ministers of State took oath.

Senior BJP leaders Rajnath Singh, Amit Shah, Nitin Gadkari, Dr S Jaishankar,
Piyush Goyal, Dharmendra Pradhan, Nirmala Sitharaman and BJP President J P Nadda
took oath as Cabinet Ministers. Senior Party leaders Kiren Rijiu, Pralhad Joshi, Giriraj
Singh, Ashwini Vaishnaw, Jyotiraditya Scindia, Bhupender Yadav, Gajendra Singh
Shekhawat , Annapurna Devi, Hardeep Singh Puri, Dr Mansukh Mandaviya, G Kishen
Reddy and C R Patil, Dr Virendra Kumar and Jual Oram also took oath as Cabinet
Ministers. Former Chief Ministers Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan, Manohar Lal and
Sarbanand Sonowal were also administered oath as Cabinet Ministers. Besides, former
Karnataka Chief Minister and JD(S) MP H.D. Kumaraswamy, former Bihar Chief Minister
and HAM party chief Jiten Ram Manjhi, JD(U) MP Rajiv Ranjan Singh, TDP MP Kinjarapu
Ram Mohan Naidu and LJP (Ramvilas ) Chief Chirag Paswan, were among others who
were sworn in as Cabinet Ministers.
